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ARTICLE 1

Applications/Seniority Roster
Section 1 - Applications
(a)
An engineman filing application for employmentxe "Application for employment" will be notified within 60 days of the acceptance or rejection of his application. If not notified within 60 days, he will be considered accepted.

(b)
 In the employment of enginemen, experienced men, if available, shall be given preferred consideration.

(c) 
An employee who has been accepted for employment in accordance with paragraph (a) will not be terminated or disciplined by the carrier for furnishing incorrect information in connection with an application for employment or for withholding information there from unless the information involved was of such a nature that the employee would not have been hired if the carrier had timely knowledge of it.
Section 2 - Seniority List
The Association will post on all bulletin boards and in addition thereto furnish semi-annually to the committee, a complete seniority listxe "Seniority list" of engineers and firemen. The Association will receive protests as to list published within 60 days after it is posted from any engineer or fireman interested, or from the Committee, said protest to be in writing, and same will be investigated and decision rendered within 20 days after being made.
ARTICLE 2

Bulletins, Bumping, and Marking Up

Section 1 - Bulletins and Assignments
(a) 
Enginemen shall be assigned for a fixed period of time, which shall be for the same hours daily for all regular members of a crew. So far as is practicable, assignments will be restricted to eight hours work.

(b)
All open positions for enginemen will be bulletined promptly. The bulletinxe "Bulletins" to be posted for a three-day period and will be up at 4 a.m. of the third day. Senior enginemen making application will be assigned. Yard engine positions will not be bulletined for less than five days per week
(c)
 The Carrier may discontinue placing fireman bids in the bid book, until such time as a pre-1985 engineer cannot hold an engineer position and he is entitled to exercise his rights on a fireman positionxe "Firemen positions". At that time, the Carrier would be required to bulletin the fireman positions as set forth by Article 2. (This paragraph c may be cancelled by serving a five day notice - Memo of Agreement 8/14/90)

(d) 
When no bid is received on an engineer or hostler vacancy, the senior promoted fireman will be assigned to such vacancy, (See Article 10). When it is necessary to assign enginemen account of no applicants on bids, such enginemen will not be actually assigned when the bulletin expires on an off day of the assignment until three (3) hours before the assignment next goes on duty. However, this provision does not prohibit a senior engineman from exercising his seniority as provided for under the terms of the present agreement. (paragraph d - Memorandum of Agreement - 05/15/70)

(e) 
When a regularly assigned engineman has been off 30 days (excluding vacation), or is granted a leave of absence for a period of 30 days or longer, the assignment will be bulletined as a temporary vacancyxe "Temporary vacancies". Any resulting vacancy or vacancies will be bulletined as permanent.
(f) 
An engineman who has been laying off shall be entitled to take any assignment bulletined during his absence upon his return, if his seniority permits, providing he declares his intentions when reporting for duty. Reporting for duty will be considered the time the job, in which he is assigned, goes on duty.

(g) 
Enginemen vacating an assignment cannot bid in the assignment just vacated, except where he has been displaced through no fault of his own.

Section 2: Bumping

(a) 
When an engineman displaces a junior enginemanxe "Engineman displacing  junior enginemen", it must be not less than three hours prior to the time the assignment is to go on duty.

(b)
 Any engineman, after holding his regular or regular relief assignment thirty (30) days, may give up such assignment and displace any junior engineman, providing senior engineman desiring to exercise seniority under this provision gives notice in writing to the Crew Caller, with a copy to the General Chairman and the Superintendent at least seventy-​two (72) hours prior to the end of the last tour of duty of the work week of the junior man that is being displaced.

It is understood that when notice is given in writing to the Crew Caller, with copy to the General Chairman and Superintendent of intent to displace a junior man, and is approved, the man being displaced, if available, will be given forty-eight (48) hours notice by the Association that he is being displaced by a senior man upon completion of the last tour of duty of the work week of his assignment.

When request for displacement of a junior man has been approved, the assignment will become that of the senior man upon completion of the last tour of duty of the work week of the junior man displaced until otherwise displaced.
(Memorandum of Agreement - 12/15/80)

(c)       When an engineman displaces a junior engineman, the job assignment will remain 
            the senior man's, whether he works or marks off before making a trip.          

(Memorandum of Agreement – 2001)

(d)
Enginemen holding a regular assignment for 30 days may give up their 
assignment and place themselves on the extra board provided a junior 
employee is assigned to the extra board. Enginemen bumping on the extra 
boardxe "Enginemen bumping on the extra board" must give 72 hours notice prior to the off days of their assignment, 
and will be placed on the extra board upon completion of the last tour of 
duty of their assignment’s work week, following the 72 hours.
(e)
Enginemen assigned to the extra boardxe "Enginemen bumping from the extra board" for 30 days will also be covered 
under this rule and may exercise a bump with the required notice, and their 
bump will be effective upon completion of the last tour of duty of the 
assignment's work week, following the 72 hours.
Section 3: Marking Up
After laying off, regularly assigned enginemenxe "Enginemen marking up for duty" will report for duty at least three hours before leaving time of their assignment
Section 4: Displacement (48 hour rule)
(National – 1996)
(a)
Where agreements that provide for the exercise of displacement rights within a shorter time period are not in effect, existing rules, excluding crew consist agreements, are amended to provide that an employee who has a displacement right on any position (including extra boards) within a terminal or within 30 miles of such employee’s current reporting point, whichever is greater, must from the time of proper notification under the applicable agreement of practice, exercise that displacement right within forty-eight (48) hours.xe "Displacement rights within forty-eight (48) hours"
(b)
Failure of an employee to exercise displacement rights, as provided in (a) above, will result in said employee being assigned to the applicable extra board, seniority permitting.   (The applicable extra board is the extra board protecting the assignment from which displaced.)
(c)
In the event force assignment is not compatible with local agreements, prior to implementation, the parties will meet on property to determine an avenue of assignment.
Section 5: Enhanced Manpower Utilization
(National - 1996)
(a)
A carrier may propose implementation of a rule providing for the automatic mark upxe "Automatic mark up rule" of employees for service after the expiration of any period of authorized or approved time off, in accordance with the procedures set forth herein.
(b)
The carrier shall serve written notice of its proposal on the appropriate organization representative(s). Such proposal shall include a synopsis of the proposed rule, which shall be consistent with validated current scientific data and findings regarding employee rest and fatigue abatement. An initial conference on the proposal will be held within thirty (30) days after the postmarked date of the notice. If the parties fail to resolve the matter within sixty (60) days after the date of the initial conference, the carrier may submit the matter to final and binding party-paid arbitration at any time thereafter.
(c)
The arbitrator’s jurisdiction shall be limited to a determination of the terms and conditions for an automatic mark-up rule in light of all relevant circumstances involved. The arbitrator’s decision shall be in writing and shall be issued not later than thirty (30) days after conclusion of the hearing.

Q1:
What is meant by the phrase “authorized or approved time off”?
A1:
This phrase is intended to mean the time such as, but not limited to, when an employee is off on account of personal illness, Family and Medical Leave Act, personal leave days, vacations, or any other approved time off.
Q2:
Is the Carrier required to provide the organization representative(s) anything more than a synopsis of their proposed rule?
A2:
Yes. A detailed proposal must be provided to the organization representatives(s) prior to any submission of the matter to final and binding arbitration.
Q3:
Will this have any effect on existing work/rest agreements currently in effect?

A3:
No.
ARTICLE 3

Starting Time
(a)
Regularly assigned crews shall each have a fixed starting time, and starting timexe "Starting times" of a crew will not be changed without at least 24 hours advance notice.

(b)
Where three eight-hour shifts are worked in continuous service, time for the first shift to begin work will be between 6:30 a.m. and 8 a.m., second 2:30 p.m. and 4 p.m, and third 10:30 p.m. and 12 midnight.

(c)
Where two shifts are worked in continuous service, the first shift may be started during any one of the periods named in paragraph (b).

(d)
Where two shifts are worked not in continuous service, time for the first shift to begin work will be between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 10 a.m. and the second not later than 10:30 p.m.

(e)        Where an independent assignment is worked regularly, the starting time will be 
             one of the periods provided in paragraphs (b) or (d).

(f)

When a regular assignment is changed more than one hour and 30 minutes in starting time, it shall be re-bulletined in accordance with Article 2, Section 1, (b).
ARTICLE 4

Beginning and Ending of Day and Rest Days
(a)
 Time shall begin when Engineers and Firemen are required to report for duty and shall continue until the engine has been placed on the designated track or they are released.

(b)
Engineers and Firemen will have a designated point for going on and off dutyxe "Designated points for going on and off duty", which will be established by the Association. This point will be governed by local conditions, and it is not to be considered that this point is confined to any definite number of feet, but will indicate a definite and recognized location.

(c)

Enginemen's off days will be from the tie-up time of the completion of tour of duty of last work day of the work week until calling time of the shift on first work day of the work week.

ARTICLE 5

Section 1 - Meal Period
(a) 
The time for fixing the beginning of assignments or meal periodsxe "Meal period rule" is to be calculated from the time fixed for the crew to begin work as a unit, without regard to preparatory or individual duties.

(b)
 Engine crews will be allowed 20 minutes for lunch between four and one-half and six hours after starting work, and will not be required to work longer than six hours without being allowed 20 minutes for lunch, without deduction in pay for time therefore.

(c) 
When a crew is required to work into or through the first meal period, they will be paid 20 minutes at the overtime rate and allowed 20 minutes for lunch. In the event a crew is required to work through an eight-hour shift without taking the 20-minute meal period, the payment to be made will be 20 minutes at pro rata rate plus 20 minutes at the overtime rate.

(d)
 Where crews are worked until the second meal period is due, the time for payment of the second meal period will begin five hours and 40 minutes after completion of the first meal period. In the event a first meal period was not taken or the crew worked over five hours and 40 minutes before taking the first meal period, then the time for payment for the second meal period will be five hours and 40 minutes after completion of the first six hours of duty. If the second meal period is not taken, payment of 40 minutes at the overtime rate will be made in lieu thereof.
(e) In cases where crews tie up (at designated points for going on or off duty) at a 
            time when the second meal period is due, they will be allowed 20 minutes at the    

            overtime rate.
Section 2 – Second Meal Period
(2003 – Letter of Understanding)
            It is agreed that enginemen required to render service for four and one half hours after the completion of the first meal period, will be entitled to a second meal period or payment of twenty minutes at the overtime rate. Second meal period will begin no earlier than four and one half hours after completion of the first meal period. When the second meal period is not taken prior to five hours and forty minutes after the completion of the first meal period, the crew will be entitled to an additional twenty minutes at the overtime rate.
Section 3 – Meal Period Scenario’s
(2003 – Letter of Understanding)

As a result of the Letter of Understanding between the Port Terminal Railroad and the UTU-E regarding Article 5, Meal Periods, it is understood that the following scenario list summarizes all situations, and respective claim allowances, that could occur during a twelve (12) hour shift:
Scenario # 1

When crew starts and completes a meal period between 4 ½ - 6 hours from start time and ties up after eight (8) hours on duty; no claim allowance will be due. 

Scenario # 2

When crew starts and/or completes a meal period outside of 4 ½ - 6 hours from start time as a result of instruction from designated carrier representative (Yardmaster/Trainmaster) they will be paid twenty (20) minutes at the overtime rate and allowed twenty (20) minutes for the meal period OR crew will be paid twenty (20) minutes at the overtime rate plus twenty (20) minutes at the straight time rate in lieu of eating.
Scenario # 3

When a crew ties up prior to the time the second meal period is due (four and one-half hours after the completion of the first meal period); no claim allowance will be due.

Scenario # 4

When a crew starts and completes a second meal period between 4 ½ and 6 hours after completion of first meal period; no claim allowance will be due.

Scenario # 5

When a crew ties up at the time the second meal period is due (between four and one-half hours and five hours and forty minutes after the completion of the first meal period), the crew has the option to claim an allowance of twenty (20) minutes at the overtime rate in lieu of eating OR the ability to take their second meal period.  

Scenario # 6

When a crew does not start a second meal period between four and one-half hours and five hours and forty minutes after the completion of the first meal period, a claim allowance of forty (40) minutes at the overtime rate will be due.
ARTICLE 6

Engines Made Ready for Service
(a)
Engines will be equipped with either mechanical coolers or water coolersxe "Mechanical coolers or water coolers with ice" of sufficient size, with ice the entire year.

(b)
 Firemen will not be required to clean engines.

ARTICLE 7

Section 1 - Engineers Extra Board
An Engineers Extra Boardxe "Engineers extra board rule" may be established for the filling of engineer and hostler vacancies. The Carrier will determine the number of positions to be assigned to the extra board. Extra board employees will be guaranteed a daily rate of an engineer without a fireman for 11 straight-time tours of duty per half. Any tour of duty worked after the 11 straight-time tours of duty per half will be paid at the overtime rate. The 22-1/2 hour rule will apply to the engineers extra board. Special allowances, arbitraries and overtime will not be considered in the calculation of the guarantees. Holiday payments and penalty days will be counted toward the guarantee as a straight-time day.

Extra board positions will be initially bulletined as engineer extra board positions, and any extra board assignment that is not filled through the exercise of seniority will be filled by assigning the senior promoted fireman. Regular engineer positions that are no-bid will be assigned to the senior promoted fireman; if no promoted firemen are assigned as such, the junior man on the extra board will be force-assigned.
(Memorandum of Agreement – 2003)
When junior extra-board engineers are forced assigned to no-bid regular engineer vacancies they will have the option to give up the forced assignment and return to the engineer’s extra-board when a junior engineer becomes available on the engineer’s extra-board.


Forced assigned junior extra-board engineers will have twenty-four (24) hours to exercise their option to give up the forced assignment and return to the extra-board from the time the junior engineer marks up available on the extra-board.


If a forced assigned engineerxe "Force assigning extra board engineers" is marked-off, or on regularly scheduled off-days, the twenty-four (24) hour option period will commence when the forced assigned engineer marks-up for duty on his assignment.

The Carrier and Organization shall meet every ninety (90) days for a one year period from the effective date of this agreement to review and resolve any particular problems that may arise in connection with this agreement.
When positions are added to the extra board, the senior promoted fireman will be assigned, unless a senior regular assigned engineer has previously turned in a letter to the Superintendent requesting the extra board assignment. Such assignments will be effective at 12:01 a.m.
No engineman with a seniority date after November 1, 1985, will occupy an engineer or extra board position while an employee with a seniority date prior to that date occupies a fireman position, nor will any employee with a seniority date after November 1, 1985, occupy a fireman position in yard service, other than in training (subject to National Agreements and Training Agreements).
Engineers hired prior to November 1, 1985, will have the right to occupy fireman positions, subject to the above paragraphs, and the provisions of the National Agreements. Hostler-helper vacancies (subject to Article XIII Section 1 of the 1985 National Agreement) will be filled by the junior fireman assigned to the shift on which the vacancy occurs. If no firemen are assigned to that shift, the calling procedures will be exhausted and may be filled by yardmen at the straight-time rate, as provided by the 1985 National Agreement. If yardmen are not available at the straight-time rate, enginemen on the extra board may be called.

The extra board will work on a first-in and first-out basis, and when calling time is the same and class of service is different, the senior extra engineer shall be given preference of assignments. All engineers called from the extra board for the same starting time will hold their respective positions on the extra board when tying up with eight hours or less service.

NOTE: In order to clarify "calling timexe "Exta board calling times"" for extra enginemen, it is understood that calling time will be as follows:

First Shift: 4:30 a.m. to 6:30 a.m. Second Shift: 12:30 p.m. to 2:30 p.m. Third Shift: 8:30 p.m. to 10:30 p.m.

Jobs in same starting time will be called:

            1. Pasadena
            2. Manchester
            3. North Yard

It being further understood that an extra engine will be called last at its starting time and location.

Extra men must be available for entire calling time as stipulated above for their respective assignments being called for.

(NOTE - Memorandum of Agreement - 10/12/79)

After an extra board engineer works 11 straight-time shifts in a semimonthly period, engineers will remain on the extra board, but will not be used if other extra board engineers are available who can work at the straight-time rate.

Extra board engineers (guaranteed and non-guaranteed) not used in their proper turn, through fault of the Carrier, will be allowed two (2) hours pay at the rate of engineer without fireman and retain position of first-out on the extra board. If it is determined that an individual's guarantee is questioned under his individual situation, the Carrier and General Chairman will discuss the circumstances and determine the appropriate guarantee.

It is further understood that when an extra board man moves from the board to a regular assignment account being displaced or the board reduced, the first assignment on which he exercises his seniority will be used to determine the appropriate guarantee for that half. Subsequent seniority moves will not be used in the calculation of the guarantee, and would be considered voluntary absence if time is lost.

In the event the Engineers Extra Board becomes exhausted (cannot be filled at the straight-time rate), engineer and hostler vacancies will be filled in the following order (subject to the provisions of the 1985 National Agreement):


1.     By the extra board employees at the overtime rate.


2. By the senior promoted firemen assigned within the starting time bracket in which  the vacancy occurs, at the pro rata rate

3.     By the senior promoted fireman on the following shift.


4.     By the senior available regular engineer on his off day who is assigned to the



    same starting time period on which the vacancy occurs.


5.     By the senior available engineman from the Seniority Roster.

Employees assigned to the extra board for less than a full half, due to their voluntary bidding on or off the extra board, will be guaranteedxe "Extra board guarantee" proportionately to the days assigned. Guarantees will be adjusted by dividing the guarantee (11 x engineer rate) by the number of days in the half, then multiplying by the number of full days in which the employee is assigned to the Board. This figure will be compared to the earnings of the employee while on the extra board on a cumulative basis.

Employees who are assigned to the extra board for less than a full half, due to their job being abolished, bumped or displaced from the reduction of forces, will retain the 11-day guarantee for that half, provided they immediately exercise their seniority onto an available position and work the days assigned to that position for the remainder of the half. Any time voluntarily lost due to absences or failure to bump will be deducted from the guarantee.

The guaranteed number of hours due any engineman assigned to the extra board will be reduced by eight (one day), should he make himself unavailable for any shift during any 24-hour period. Engineers missing call under this paragraph will be marked off the board, until which time the employee notifies the caller to mark up.

This agreement does not relinquish any rights afforded either party under the 1985 National Agreement. (Memorandum of Agreement 10/31/86)

Section 2: Bonus Day
(Memorandum of Agreement - 2001)
In addition to compensation provided for in Article 7 - Engineers Extra-Board, and under the current agreement between the parties. If an Engineer is marked up and available for duty on the Engineer’s Extra-Boardxe "Extra-board bonus day" during the entire pay period; he will be entitled to one (1) additional “bonus day” to be paid at the basic rate; in addition, to any other earnings accumulated during that period. 


This payment is to be made for the Engineer being available for the entire pay period (unless prevented from doing so by actions not of his volition), and shall be paid without regard to whether or not the Engineer exceeds his Guarantee for the pay period. (NOTE:  It is understood that being unavailable for duty does not include any compensated time off, e.g. vacation, jury duty, etc. covered by the UTU-E agreement.)

If the Carrier adjusts the Engineer’s Extra-Board, and an Engineer is returned to his Yardman’s seniority, then his “bonus day” will be prorated; provided he has complied with the terms of the agreement. This agreement is not intended to infringe, or change any other working agreements.
Section 3: Engineers Working as Yardmasters

(Memorandum of Understanding - 2001)
It is understood that PTRA Engineers; holding PTRA Yardmen seniority may accept promotion to Yardmaster positions. When an Extra-Board Engineer works as a Yardmaster, he will be placed off the Extra-Board in a “working status”. When his Yardmaster’s tour of duty is completed, he will be placed at the bottom of the Engineer’s Extra Board subject to the terms and conditions of the Engineer’s Extra Board.

All Yardmaster earnings will count toward the Engineer’s Extra-Board Guarantee provisions.
ARTICLE 8

Cabbing Crews
Yard and engine crewsxe "Cabbing crews" may be transported from the roundhouse and switch shanty (the points from which engine and yard crews customarily go on and off duty) to other locations for the purpose of relieving other engine and yard crews, and the return to the roundhouse and switch shanty of crews so relieved, and to provide rules for such operations in the future, it is mutually agreed, as follows:

The Association will provide and operate an automobile equipped with sufficient cushioned seating space to accommodate engine and yard crews, with proper protection from weather conditions and suitable for the conveyance of persons, for the purpose of so transporting engine and yard service employees. The automobile conveyance so used, when occupied by engine and yard crews, will be operated by a competent operator and will observe minimum posted speed limits. The time of leaving the roundhouse and the switch shanty will be the hour to which the crew is assigned to go on duty, and crews shall be considered on duty from that hour until their return to the roundhouse and switch shanty, either by automobile or locomotive.

Nothing contained herein shall abrogate the provisions of Articles Five (5) and Nine (9) of the April 1, 1927 Agreement between the Association and the UTU-E.

ARTICLE 9

Called and Relieved
In case enginemen are relieved account sickness, they shall be paid for time worked.
ARTICLE 10

Firemen

(National Agreement 10/31/85)


The craft or class of firemenxe "Firemen rule" (helpers) shall be eliminated through attrition, except to the extent necessary to provide the source of supply for engineers and designated passenger firemen, hostler and hostler​ helper positions. Trainmen shall become the source of supply for these positions as hereinafter provided.

All firemen agreements have been intentionally deleted from this revised agreement and remain in full effect for employees possessing fireman rights, even though not reproduced herein. The firemen agreements will be reproduced upon request by the General Chairman. The Local Agreement dated December 1, 1990 contains the latest reproduction of firemen agreements.

ARTICLE 11

Promotion and Retention of Seniority
Section 1 - Promotion - National


The following principles will govern in selection of and promotion to engine servicexe "Promotion to engine service" and conductor/foreman:

(1) 

Trainmen who established seniority prior to November 1, 1985 will be governed by existing rules with respect to promotion to conductor/foreman and will not be required to accept promotion to engine service.

(2) 

Trainmen who establish seniority on or after November 1, 1985, must accept promotion to conductor/foreman in proper turn.

(3) 

Trainmen who establish seniority on or after November 1, 1985 will be selected for engine service in accordance with Section 2 of this Article. However, if a sufficient number of trainmen (including those promoted to conductor) do not make application for engine service to meet the carrier's needs, such needs will be met by requiring trainmen (including promoted conductors) who establish seniority on or after November 1, 1985, to take engine service assignments or forfeit seniority in train service.

(4)
If the carrier's needs for engine service employees are not met during a period when there are not sufficient trainmen (including promoted conductors) in service with a seniority date on or after November 1, 1985 who must accept promotion to engine service or forfeit seniority in train service, the carrier may hire qualified engineers or train others for engine service.
Section 2 - Retention of Seniority

(1) 
 Subject to the carrier's legal obligations, when selecting new applicants for engine service, opportunity shall first be given to employees in train and yard service on the basis of their relative seniority standing, fitness and other qualifications being equal. Transfer of engineers from one seniority district to another on the same railroad system will not be violative of this provision.

(2) 
Any person who is selected for engine service and does not have seniority as trainman will acquire seniority as trainman upon entering engine service, subject to paragraph (3) hereof.
(3) 
An employee who has established seniority as conductor (foreman), trainman (brakeman-yardman), hostler or hostler​-helper (but without seniority as a locomotive fireman) who is selected for engine service shall retain his seniority standing and all other rights in train and/or yard or hostling service. However, such employee shall be permitted to exercise such rights only in the event he or she is unable to hold any position or assignment in engine service as engineer, fireman on a designated position in passenger service hostler or hostler-helper.

Section 3 - Promotion - Engineer Training

Trainees will be listed on the enginemen's seniority roster in the order they stand on the switchman's roster when accepted in the training program, and shall obtain a trainees seniority date on the date of their first service as a trainee. Upon successfully completing the following Training Program, trainees will be promoted to the class of Engineerxe "Engineer training". The standard procedure for junior engineers establishing the seniority for senior engineers, if worked first, shall apply to this arrangement, subject to the senior trainee successfully completing his scheduled training program. Employees required to take the final examination a second time shall retain their standings on the roster if they successfully pass the exam.
Employees entering the class and craft of engineer who are not promoted engineers will be trained and promoted under a comprehensive program comprised of classroom and on-the-job training. The training will consist of a 23-week program for trainees transferred from the craft of switchman that have served sufficient time to obtain their foreman rights and 26 weeks for employees not having the required operating experience. 

Trainees will be assigned to specific engine assignments, (provided an instructor engineer is on the assignment) during the program in order to secure the maximum experience on lead, industry and transfer assignments. Classroom training shall include Rules, Safety, Train handling, Mechanical, etc., in one or more segments, with a written examination to conclude each section or segment. Passing score on the final written and operating examination will be 85%, and failure to pass the final examinations will result in the examination being administered a second time in two weeks, and failure of this second test will result in termination of engine service.

Trainees will be compensated at the trainee rate of $121.26 per day, subject to increase, during the training program (subject to the entry rates for new hires) and shall be reimbursed for any normal expense that is incurred for training out of the Houston area. Any classroom, operating or simulator training that may be obtained off the PTRA will apply to the scheduled training program. Every effort will be made to schedule a week of training on a simulator, during the employee's training period. If simulator time is not available, the program will be extended by three (3) additional weeks.

Instructor engineersxe "Instructor engineer pay" will be compensated at the engineer without a fireman rate of pay, in addition, a $12.00 arbitrary (frozen) shall be allowed for each day when working with and instructing a trainee.

While the engineers cannot be relieved of their responsibility for the safe operation of their train and engine, they will not be held responsible for broken knuckles, damaged drawbar, rough handling, or any accident beyond their control when the engine is operated by the trainee.

A Carrier and Organization representative experienced in engine service will arrange to prepare a schedule for the trainee to follow during the 23 week period. The content of the training program shall be reviewed and monitored by both parties to assure that the trainees are receiving the proper training in the classroom, operating experience, and that the instructor engineer is providing the best training possible. The training instructor will be a qualified officer or an instructor engineer that has been mutually agreed upon by the Carrier and General Chairman.

The instructor engineer shall be paid a pro-rata day for all time utilized in classroom training or lost wages.


If the instructor engineer is utilized to supervise or evaluate a trainee's progress in operating an engine, he shall be compensated a pro-rata or lost wages.

Trainees will be allowed to complete the Training Program without interruption of furlough, or required to perform service in another craft.
ARTICLE 12

Hostlers/Helpers

Section 1 - Hostlers

(a) 
When engine handling falls below 18 crew assignments, the present three-shift (7 a.m.) (3 p.m.) (11 p.m.) assignment of hostlers and helpers may be reduced to a two-shift service.

(b) 
Hostlers will not be assigned to commence or end a shift between 1 a.m. and 6 a.m.

(c) 
The duties of the hostler shall be in addition to moving engines around enginehouse tracks and through yard, to assist in supplying engines with fuel and water, filling lubricators and oiling engines around. Where modern facilities are available, the supplying of sand will be included in the duties of hostlers.

(d) 
Hostling assignments, when vacant, will be bulletined the same as other vacancies. The engineer or fireman who is the older in length of service with the Association will be assigned when bidding on such vacancies, provided he is qualified on mechanical and transportation rules.

(e)
Hostlers will be paid Engineer's rate of pay when required to handle sand car or other cars on enginehouse tracks.

(f)
Regular assigned hostlers may be called to fill engineer or hostler vacancies.

(Memorandum of Agreement - 07/30/56 & 12/13/73)

Section 2 - Hostler/Helpers
(a)
Outside hostler-helpers will be taken from the ranks of firemen. 

(b) 
The hostler-helpers will accompany hostlers and assist them in handling of locomotives and performing the work assigned to such hostlers.

NOTE: Sections I and II are subject to Article X111, Section 1 of the 1985 National Agreement, reproduced in Article 10 of this agreement.
ARTICLE 13

Yard and Incidental Work

Section 1 - Yard Crews

Yard crews may perform the following work outside of switching limits without additional compensation, except as provided below:

(a)
Bring in disabled train or trains whose crews have tied up under the Hours of Service Law from locations up to 25 miles outside of switching limits.

(b) 
Complete the work that would normally be handled by the crews of trains that have been disabled or tied up under the Hours of Service Law and are being brought into the terminal by those yard crews. This paragraph does not apply to work train or wrecking service.

NOTE: For performing the service provided in (a) and (b) above, yard crews shall be paid miles or hours, whichever is the greater, with a minimum of one (1) hour for the class of service performed (except where existing agreements require payment at yard rates) for all time consumed outside of switching limits. This allowance shall be in addition to the regular yard pay and without any deduction therefrom for the time consumed outside of switching limits. Such payments are limited to employees whose seniority date in a craft covered by this Agreement precede the date of this Agreement and are not subject to general or other wage increases.

(c)
Perform service to customers up to 20 miles outside switching limits, provided such service does not result in the elimination of a road crew or crews in the territory. The use of a yard crew in accordance with this paragraph will not be construed as giving yard crews exclusive rights to such work. This paragraph does not contemplate the use of yard crews to perform work train or wrecking service outside switching limits.

(d)
 Nothing in this Article will serve to prevent or affect in any way a carrier's right to extend switching limits in accordance with applicable agreements. However, the distances prescribed in this Article shall continue to be measured from switching limits as they existed as of August 25, 1978, except by mutual agreement.

(e)
Yard crews may perform hostling work without additional payment or penalty.

Section 2 - Incidental Work

Road and yard employees in engine service and qualified ground service employees may perform the following items of work in connection with their own assignments without additional compensation: xe "Incidental work rules"

Handle switches

(2)
Move, turn, spot and fuel locomotives

(3)
Supply locomotives except for heavy equipment and supplies generally placed on locomotives by employees of other crafts.
(4) 
Inspect locomotives

(5)
Start or shut down locomotives

(6)
Make head-end air tests

(7)
Prepare reports while under pay

(8)
Use communication devices; copy and handle train orders, clearances and/or other messages.
(National Agreement - 10/31/85)
NOTE: The above incidental work rules are intended to remove any existing restrictions upon the use of employees represented by the UTU to perform the described categories of work and to remove any existing requirements that such employees, if used to perform the work, be paid an arbitrary or penalty amount over and above the normal compensation for their assignment. Such provisions are not intended to infringe on the work rights of another craft as established on any railroad.
ARTICLE 14

Communication Systems
(a)
It is recognized that the use of communication systems, including the use of and carrying of portable radios, pursuant to operating rules of the individual carriers, is a part of the duties of employees covered by this agreement. Existing rules to the contrary are hereby eliminated. xe "Communication system rules"
(b)
On roads where rules now exist that provide for the payment of arbitraries to employees for the carrying and/or use of radio equipment, such arbitraries will be eliminated effective January 1, 1973.

(c)

Portable radios hereafter purchased for the use of and carried by ground service employees in yard and transfer service will not exceed three (3) pounds in weight and will be equipped with a suitable holder, which will firmly hold the radio close to the body, or will be of such size as to permit being placed in coat or trouser pockets. Portable radios used by ground service employees in yard and transfer service that do not meet the foregoing specifications will be replaced by December 31, 1973, or their use discontinued.
(d)
The size and weight of portable radios used by ground service employees in road service will not exceed that presently in use, and portable radios hereafter purchased for use in this class of service will be of the minimum size and weight necessary to ensure safe and adequate communication. This is not intended to require the purchase of radios weighing less than three pounds.

(e)
Employees will not be held responsible for accidents caused by failure of radio equipment to properly function.

(f)

At locations where radio is used, sufficient frequency channels will be utilized to provide safe communication.

(National Agreement - 1972)
ARTICLE 15

Leave of Absence
(a)
Enginemen will not be granted leave of absence for longer than 90 days, except account injury, sickness of themselves or their families, or for other good and sufficient reason, when proper notice is given so that other men can be put in their places. Enginemen absenting themselves for longer than 90 days, except as stated above, will lose all rights. xe "Leave of absence"
When reasonable notice has been given, members of the Enginemen's Committee shall be granted leave of absence for Committee business.

(b)
Enginemen will not be permitted to absent themselves from duty for more than 30 days without formal leave of absence, except account illness.
ARTICLE 16

Reduction of Force
Section I - Reduction of Force (Enginemen hired prior to 10/31/85)

(a)
When for any cause it becomes necessary to reduce the number of engineers, those thus taken off who have been prompted from the ranks of firemen shall displace any fireman their junior on the seniority list and shall be returned to service as Engineers, in the order of their seniority as engineers when additional engineers are needed. Engineers who do not hold seniority as firemen, if displaced in reduction of force, shall retain their rights until again needed, provided they return to actual service within 30 days after being notified, unless granted further leave of absence by the Superintendent. When the service of engineers thus displaced is again required, the engineers shall be so notified in writing by the Superintendent, provided he is kept advised of such engineer's whereabouts.

(b)
In making reductions and replacing firemen upon the service list, the same provisions shall apply as in the case of engineers.

(c)
No demoted engineer will be permitted to hold a run as fireman while a junior engineer is working on the engineers extra list or holding a regular assignment as engineer.
Section 2 - Reduction of Force 

(Enginemen hired subsequent to 10/31/85)
An employee who has established seniority as conductor (foreman), trainman (brakeman-yardman), hostler or hostler-​helper (but without seniority as a locomotive fireman) who is selected for engine service shall retain his seniority standing and all other rights in train and/or yard or hostling service. However, such employee shall be permitted to exercise such rights only in the event he or she is unable to hold any position or assignment in engine service as engineer, fireman on a designated position in passenger service, hostler or hostler-helper.
Section 3 - Termination of Seniority

The seniority of any employee whose seniority in train or engine service is established after October 31, 1985, and who is furloughed for 365 consecutive days will be terminated if such employee has less than three (3) years of seniority.

ARTICLE 17

Rates of Pay

Section 1 - Rates of Pay
Rates of pay and applications of wage increases established by National and/or local agreements in effect will govern. xe "Rates of pay"
Section 2 - Duplicate Time Payments

(a)
Duplicate time payments, including arbitraries and special allowances that are expressed in time or miles or fixed amounts of money, shall not apply to employees whose seniority in train or engine service is established after October 31, 1985.

(b)
Duplicate time payments, including arbitraries and special allowances that are expressed in time or miles or fixed amounts of money, not eliminated by this Agreement (10/31/85) shall not be subject to general, cost-of-living or other forms of wage increases.

In any class of service or job classification, rates of pay, additives, and other applicable elements of compensation for an employee whose seniority in train or engine service is established after date of this agreement will be 75% of the rate for present employees and will increase in increments of 5 percentage points for each year of active service until the new employee's rate is equal to that of present employees. A year of active service shall consist of a period of 365 calendar days in which the employee performs a total of 80 or more tours of duty.

Section 3 - Paychecks and 401-k
I.
All Enginemen will receive their payroll check by U.S. Mail or Electronic Deposit. Employees electing to utilize the electronic deposit may obtain a request form from the Treasurer Clerk; all other employees will have their checks mailed to their home by U. S. Mail. xe "Pay checks and 401-K"
II.
Consistent with applicable laws, annual testing and governmental reporting, a 401(K) plan shall be established as follows for Enginemen:

A. Employees may elect to participate in the plan through payroll deduction, but are not required to participate.
B. The Company will not participate in the matching of any funds deposited into an employees 401 (K) account.

C.         The administrative costs of the plan will be borne by the Carrier.

D.
Any Engineman hired subsequent to the date of this agreement will not be eligible to participate in this program until they have been employed by the PTRA for a period of one (1) year.

Such an employee who has already been promoted to conductor/foreman or engineer shall have his position on the rate progression scale adjusted to the next higher level on the effective date of this Article. xe "Local rate progression rules"

The next adjustment to an employee’s position on the rate progression scale after the adjustment specified in subsection (a) of this Section shall be made when such employee completes one year of “active service” (as defined by the aforementioned Article IV, Section 5) measured from the date on which that employee would have attained the position on the rate progression scale provided pursuant to subsection (a) of this Section.

Local rate progression rules applicable on a carrier that is not covered by the aforementioned Article IV, Section 5 are hereby amended in the same manner as provided in subsection (a) of this section.

Optional Alternative Compensation Plan
(National 1996 – Award 559)

A carrier, at its discretion, may offer employees alternative compensation arrangements in lieu of the general wage increases provided in Article I of the National 2002 agreement (in whole or part). Such arrangements may include, for example, stock options, stock grants (including restricted stock), bonus programs based on carrier performance, and 401(k) plans. xe "Alternative compensation rule"
(b)
The following conditions shall govern implementation of alternative compensation arrangements pursuant to this Article;
(1)
Carrier shall notify the appropriate organization representative(s) regarding its proposed alternative compensation arrangement(s). The parties shall meet promptly on such proposal and use their efforts to reach agreement on implementation;

The proposed arrangement(s) may be implemented only by mutual agreement of the carrier and the appropriate organization representative(s);

The proposed arrangement(s) must be made available to the smallest employee grouping that can be reasonably administered.

Nothing herein shall be construed to bar the parties from reaching mutual agreement on different terms or conditions pertaining to implementation of the Article.
Section 6 - Service Scale

Any employee who is subject, on June 30, 2004, to Article IV, Section 5 of the UTU Implementing Document of November 1, 1991, shall be compensated, on and after July 1, 2004, at the full rate of the position when working as a conductor/foreman, brakeman, brakeman/helper, hostler or engineer (on a carrier party hereto on which the UTU represents locomotive engineers).

(b)
Local rules that adjust compensation for employees based on length of service on carriers that are not covered by the aforementioned Article IV, Section 5 are hereby amended in the same manner as provided in Section 6 (a).
(c)
Each carrier covered by this Article shall establish a Service Scale that shall be applicable to all employees whose seniority in train or engine service is established on or after July 1, 2004. Such Service Scale shall conform to the rules in effect on such carrier on June 30, 2004, that adjust employee compensation based on length of service (including the aforementioned Article IV, Section 5 where and to the extent applicable). The carrier shall make arrangements with the organization representative(s) for a process to review such pre-existing rules prior to establishment of the Service Scale.

Basic Day and Overtime
Section 4
(a)
Eight hours or less shall constitute a day's work. xe "Basic day and doubles"
(b) Except when changing off to work alternately days and nights for certain periods, working through two shifts to change off, or where exercising seniority rights from one assignment to another, except as otherwise provided in Article 19 of this agreement, all time worked in excess of eight hours continuous service in a 24-hour period shall be paid for as overtime, on the minute basis, at one and one-half times the hourly rate, according to class of engine.

Five-Day Work Week

Section 5 - Regular Employees
(a) Existing rules which relate to the payment of daily overtime for regular assigned employees and practices thereunder are not changed hereby and shall be understood to apply to regular assigned relief men, except that work performed by regular assigned relief men on their regular relief assignments shall be paid for at the straight time rate. xe "Five day work-week overtime rule"
(b) Regular assigned yard and hostling service employees worked as such more than five straight-time eight-hour shifts referred to in this paragraph (b) one-half times the basic straight-time rate for such excess work, except


(1)       As provided in Section 4 (a) and (b);

(2)       When changing off where it is the practice to work alternately days
                          and nights for certain periods;


(3)       When working through two shifts to change off;


(4)       Where exercising seniority rights from one assignment to another;

In the event an additional day's pay is paid an employee for other service performed or started during the course of his regular tour of duty, such additional day will not be utilized in computing the five straight-time eight-hour shifts referred to in this paragraph (b).

(c) There shall be no overtime on overtime, neither shall overtime hours paid for, nor time paid for work referred to in paragraph (b) of this Section 5 be utilized in computing the five straight​ time eight-hour shifts referred to in such paragraph (b) of this Section 5, nor shall time paid for in the nature of arbitraries or special allowances, such as attending court, inquests, investigations, examinations, deadheading, etc., be utilized for this purpose, except when such payments apply during assigned working hours, in lieu of pay for such hours. Existing rules or practices regarding the basis of payment of arbitraries or special allowances and similar rules are not affected by this agreement.

No tour of duty in road service, or service under two agreements, shall be utilized in computations leading to overtime, or in determining the number of work days, under this Article 18.
Section 6 -Extra Employees
(a)
Existing rules which relate to the payment of daily overtime for extra employees and practices thereunder are not changed hereby. Any shift in yard and hostling service in excess of 11 straight-time shifts in yard and hostling service in a semimonthly period will be paid for at time and one-half rate.

NOTE: It is recognized that the carrier is entitled to have an extra employee work 11 straight-time shifts in yard and hostling service in a semi-monthly period without regard to overtime shifts which may be worked under provisions of the Agreement of August 11, 1948. Extra men who have worked 11 straight-time shifts in yard and hostling service in a semi-monthly period will, unless otherwise agreed to upon the individual property, remain on the extra board, but will not be used in yard and hostling service during the remainder of that period, if other extra men are available who can work in such service at the straight-time rate.

(b)
In the event an additional day's pay is paid an extra employee for other service performed or started during the course of his tour of duty in yard and hostling service, such additional day will not be utilized in computing the 11 straight-​time shifts referred to in paragraph (a) of this Section.
(c)
The principles outlined in Section 5 (c) and (d) shall be applicable to extra employees in the application of this Section 6.
Section 7
Vacation Agreement governs.
Section 8

Existing weekly or monthly guarantees in yard or hostling service producing more than five days per week shall be modified to provide for a guarantee of five days per week. Nothing in this Article 18 shall be construed to create a guarantee where none now exists.
Section 9

(a)
All regular or regular relief assignments for engineers and firemen, and helpers on other than steam power, in yard, transfer, and belt-line service, or combinations thereof, and hostlers and hostler-helpers, represented by the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen and Enginemen, will be for a work week of five basic days. Except as otherwise provided in this Article 18, the work week will consist of five consecutive days with two days off in each seven. The foregoing work week rule is subject to all other provisions of this agreement.

(b)
An employee on a regular or regular relief assignment who takes another regular or regular relief assignment, will take the conditions of that assignment, but if this results in the employee working more than five days in the period starting with the first day of his old work week and ending with the last day of his new work week, such day or days will be paid at straight-time rate.
(c)
A regular assigned employee in yard and hostling service, who, under schedule rules goes on an extra board, may work on a board for the remainder of the semi-monthly period, provided the combined days worked in yard and hostling service on the regular assignment and an extra board do not exceed 11 straight-time days. He will then be subject to the "Note" under Section 6 of this Article 3.
(d)       An employee who leaves an extra board for a regular or  regular relief assignment
            will take the conditions of his new assignment at straight-time rate, without 
            regard to the number of days he may have worked on an extra board.
(e)
Except as provided in paragraphs (b), (c) and (d) of this Section, and excluding the exceptions from the computations provided for in Section 5, paragraphs (b) and (c) Regular employees will not be permitted to work more than five straight-time eight-hour shifts in a work week.

Extra employees will not be permitted to work more than 11 straight-time eight-hour shifts in a semi-monthly period in service covered by this Article 18.

Section 10

(a)
The provisions of this Article 18 applicable to yard service shall apply to yard, belt-line and transfer service and combinations thereof.

(b)
None of the provisions of this Article 3 relating to starting time shall be applicable to any classification of employees included within this Article 18, which is not now subject to starting time rules.
Section 11

Existing rules and practices, including those relating to the establishment of regular assignments, the establishment and regulation of extra boards and the operation of working lists, etc., shall be changed or eliminated to conform to the provisions of this Article 18 in order to implement the operation of the reduced work week on a straight-time basis pursuant thereto.
Section 12

The parties hereto having in mind conditions that exist or may arise on individual carriers in the application of the five-​day work week agree that the duly authorized representative of the employees, party to this agreement, and the officer designated by the carrier, may enter into additional written understandings to implement the purposes of this Article 18.
ARTICLE 19

Overtime in Yard and Hostler Service
Overtime rate in yard and hostler service - extra engineers, firemen, helpers on other than steam power, hostlers, and outside hostler-helpers.

Except as indicated below or when changing off where it is the practice to work alternately days and nights for certain periods, working through two shifts to change off, or where exercising seniority rights, all time worked in excess of eight hours continuous service in a 24-hour period shall be paid for as overtime on a minute basis at one and one-half times the hourly rate. In application of this rule, the following shall govern. xe "Overtime payments when doubling"
(a) This rule applies only to service paid on an hourly or daily basis and not
           to service paid on mileage or road basis.
.


(b)
A tour of duty in road service shall not be used to require payment of such overtime rate in yard service. (The term "road service," as used in this paragraph (b), shall not apply to employees paid road rates, but governed by yard rules.)


(c)      Where an extra man commences work on a second shift in a 24-hour      

                        period, he shall be paid at time and one-half for such second shift, except 
                         when it is started 22-1/2 to 24 hours from starting time of the first shift.

A 24-hour period, as referred to in this rule, shall be considered as commencing for the individual employee at the time he started work on the last shift on which his basic day was paid for at the pro rata rate.


(d)
An extra man changing to a regular assignment or a regularly assigned man reverting to the extra list shall be paid at the pro rata rate for the first eight hours of work following such change.


(e)
Except as modified by other provisions of this rule, an extra employee working one shift in one grade of service and a second shift in another grade of service shall be paid time and one-half for the second shift, the same as though both shifts were in the same grade of service, except where there is another man available to perform the work at pro rata rate.

NOTE 1: On railroads where a seniority board is in effect, the rule shall include a provision that in cases where there is a man or men on the board available for work at the pro rata rate, a senior man who exercises his seniority to work two shifts, the second of which would otherwise, under provisions of this rule, be paid at the overtime rate, shall be paid at the pro rata rate.

NOTE 2: The adoption of this rule shall not affect any existing role in the schedule of any individual carrier relating to service performed on a succeeding trick when an employee's relief fails to report at the fixed starting time.

ARTICLE 20

Travel Pay, Jury Duty & Bereavement

Section 1 - Travel Pay
Employees will provide their own transportation to and from the designated point for going on and off duty in Manchester and Pasadena Yards. The Association will allow the employee an arbitrary payment, as follows, (subject to provisions of Article No.17 Section 11). xe "Travel pay"
Fifteen (15) minutes (independent of other time earned on his working shift) at the employee's pro rata wage rate in each direction to and from Manchester Yard.

Thirty (30) minutes (independent of other time earned on his working shift) at the employee's pro rata wage rate in each direction to and from Pasadena Yard.

It is understood and agreed that this settlement is made without prejudice to the rights of either of the parties under existing agreements in future cases of similar nature.

It is mutually agreed between the parties that in connection with the allowance to employees for furnishing their own transportation to and from Manchester and Pasadena Yards, the Association will arrange to transport any extra man, who does not have his own transportation, and who is called for service in Pasadena Yard, between the bus stop in Pasadena and Pasadena Yard. The extra man to notify the Association at time of call if transportation from bus stop is necessary. The furnishing of transportation by the Association between the bus stop and Pasadena Yard will not affect the allowance to be granted the extra man for getting to and from Pasadena.
Section 2 - Jury Duty

When an employee is summoned for jury duty and is required to lose time from his assignment as a result thereof, he shall be paid for actual time lost, with a maximum of a basic day's pay at the straight-time rate of his position for each calendar day lost, less the amount allowed him for jury service for each such day, excepting allowances paid by the court for meals, lodging or transportation, subject to the following qualification requirements and limitations: xe "Jury duty payments"
(1) An employee must furnish the carrier with a statement from the court of jury allowances paid and the days on which jury duty was performed.

(2)
The number of days for which jury duty pay shall be paid is limited to a maximum of 60 days in any calendar year.

(3)
No jury duty pay will be allowed for any day as to which the employee is 
                      entitled to vacation or holiday pay.
(National Agreement - 08/25/78)

Section 3 - Bereavement Leave

Bereavement leave, not in excess of three calendar days, following the date of death, will be allowed in case of death of an employee's brother, sister, parent, child, spouse or spouse's parent. In such cases a minimum basic day's pay at the rate of the last service rendered will be allowed for the number of working days lost during bereavement leave. Employees involved will make provision for taking leave with their supervising officials in the usual manner. (National Agreement - 08/25/78) xe "Bereavement leave payment"
Q-1: How are the three calendar days to be determined?

A-1: An employee will have the following options in deciding when to take bereavement 
        leave:

(a) three consecutive calendar days, commencing with the day of death, 

                      
when the death occurs prior to the time an employee is scheduled to 

                     
report for duty;

A-2: Three days for each separate death; however, there is no pyramiding where a second 
                                            death occurs within the three-day period covered by the first death.

Example: Employee has a work week of Monday to Friday - off days of Saturday and Sunday. His mother dies on Monday and his father dies on Tuesday. At a maximum, the employee would be eligible for-bereavement leave on Tuesday,. Wednesday, Thursday and Friday.

Q-3: An employee working from an extra board is granted bereavement leave on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. Had he not taken bereavement leave he would have been available on the extra board, but would not have performed service on one of the days on which leave was taken. Is he eligible for two days or three days of bereavement pay?

A-3: A maximum of two days.

Q-4: Will a day on which a basic day's pay is allowed account bereavement leave serve as a qualifying day for holiday pay purposes?

A-4:
No; however, the parties are in accord that bereavement leave non-availability should be considered the same as vacation non-​availability and that the first work day preceding or following the employee's bereavement leave, as the case may be, should be considered as the qualifying day for holiday purposes.

Q-5: Would an employee be entitled to bereavement leave in connection with the death of a half-brother or half-sister, stepbrother or stepsister, stepparents or stepchildren?

A-5: Yes as to half-brother or half-sister, no as to stepbrother or stepsister, stepparents or stepchildren. However, the rule is applicable to a family relationship covered by the rule through the legal adoption process.

Q-6: Would bereavement leave be applicable during an employee's vacation period?

A-6: No. 
 
Q-7: An employee qualifies for holiday pay on a holiday which occurs on a day the employee also qualifies for bereavement leave pay. Under these circumstances, is the employee entitled to be paid both the holiday and bereavement leave allowance?

A-7: No. The employee would be entitled to only one basic day's pay.

Q-8: An employee in pool freight service is granted bereavement leave on Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. He was paid under the bereavement leave rule for Wednesday and Thursday; however, his claim for Friday, a day on which the crew of which he was a member was at the away-from-home terminal and received an authorized return deadhead trip for which they were allowed 141 miles, was denied. Is he entitled to pay under the bereavement leave rule for Friday?

A-8: Yes, inasmuch as the deadhead trip was authorized and represents time lost on a separate qualifying calendar day.

ARTICLE 21

Attending Court and Investigations
(a)
Enginemen, when required by the Association to serve as witnesses at court or inquest, will be allowed the same compensation they would have received had they remained on their regular assignment, unless such service is performed during their hours on duty. xe "Attending court or investigation payment"
When used before or after completing a day's work, they will receive one minimum day.

Extra men on extra board required by Association to attend court or inquest proceedings will be paid one minimum day for each day so used and stand last out on the extra board.

(b)
When attending court at request of Association away from home station, enginemen will be allowed all necessary expenses, and if such service requires traveling by night, Pullman transportation will be provided, or upon request for same, refund will be allowed. When attending court or inquest at home station, employees will be paid actual expenses for meals and carfare. Expenses to be itemized and turned in by them as expense account.

All witness fees received under this article shall accrue to the Association.
(c) Enginemen who are held from their assignment for investigation shall be paid for time lost, in the event the charges against them are not sustained by the facts. When called as witnesses in investigation, or for depositions and stenographic statements and lose no time from their assignments, shall be compensated at 1/8 of the daily rate of last service performed, from time they are required to report for such depositions or stenographic statements until time released, with a minimum payment of one hour in each instance where they are called.
ARTICLE 22

Holidays
Section I - Regularly Assigned Yard Service Employees
(a)     Each regularly assigned yard service employee who meets the qualifications provided in paragraph (b) hereof, shall receive one (1) basic day's pay at the pro rata rate of the position to which regularly assigned for each of the following enumerated holidays:

New Year's Day
Thanksgiving Day

Washington's Birthday
Day after Thanksgiving

Good Friday
Christmas Eve

Memorial Day
Christmas Day

Fourth of July
New Year's Eve

Labor Day

Only one (1) basic day's pay shall be paid for the holiday, irrespective of the number of shifts worked. xe "Holiday pay"
NOTE: When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the day observed by the state or Nation shall be considered the holiday.

(b)
To qualify, a regularly assigned employee must perform service as a regularly assigned employee on the workdays immediately preceding and following such holiday, and if his assignment works on the holiday, the employee must fulfill such assignment. However, a regularly assigned yard service employee whose assignment is annulled, cancelled, or abolished on: 1) the day preceding the holiday, 2) the holiday, or 3) the day following the holiday will qualify for holiday pay, provided he does not lay off on any of such days. If the holiday falls on the last day of an employee's work week, the first workday following his “days off" shall be considered the workday immediately following. If the holiday falls on the first workday of his work week, the last workday of the preceding work week shall be considered the workday immediately preceding the holiday. xe "Holiday qualification requirements"
NOTE 1: If a yard service employee working as a regularly assigned man is displaced, his assignment is abolished, or the employee relinquishes his assignment (where schedule rules permit relinquishment of assignment) and he reverts to the Extra Board, he will be considered available if he marks himself on the Extra Board not later than two and one-​half (2-1/2) hours prior to the beginning of the next 90-minute starting time.

"Full calendar day" for an extra man going to a regular assignment will end at the starting time of his regular assignment.

NOTE 2: It is understood that combination of service, i.e., regularly assigned and/or extra service the day before or the day after the holiday will meet the qualifying requirements of the above agreement. A yard service employee laying off of his own accord on the holiday will not qualify for holiday pay.

NOTE 3: A regularly assigned yard service employee who qualified for holiday pay under paragraph (b) shall not be deprived thereof by reason of changing from one regular yard assignment to another regular yard assignment on the workday immediately preceding or following the holiday or on the holiday.

NOTE 4: A yard service employee will be deemed to have performed service under this agreement if he performs service as a yardmaster or assistant yardmaster in accordance with rules and practices on the Carrier.

NOTE 5: Nothing in this paragraph (b) shall be considered to create a guarantee where none now exists or to change or modify existing rules or practices dealing with the annulment of assignments on the holidays or the days immediately preceding or following, as enumerated in Section I of this agreement.

NOTE 6: When one or more designated holidays fall during the vacation period of the employee, his qualifying days for holiday pay purposes shall be his workdays immediately preceding and following the vacation period.

NOTE 7: Not more than one (1) time and one-half payment will be allowed, in addition to the "one basic day's pay at the pro rata rate" for service performed during a single tour of duty on a holiday which is also a workday or a vacation day.

(c)
Holiday provisions currently applicable to regularly assigned and extra yard ground service employees (conductors/foremen, brakemen/helpers, switchtenders and car retarder operators) are unchanged, except in the following respect:

Yard service employees who work on any of the 11 specified holidays shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half for all services performed on the holiday, with a minimum of one and one-half times the rate for the basic day.

(d)
In yards operating under strict seniority or markup boards, determination of regularly assigned employees: for the purpose of applying the qualifying provisions of paragraph (b) hereof shall be the subject of negotiations on the individual properties.

(e)
Rules governing payment for service rendered on the holidays enumerated above are not changed hereby. Service performed on such days shall be paid for at the rate provided in existing schedules, and the allowance of one basic day's pay for qualifying employees shall be in addition thereto.

(f)
This Section applies only to yard service employees paid on an hourly or daily basis, who are subject to yard rules and working conditions. Each of the qualifying days of service provided in paragraph (b) hereof must be performed in yard service.
(g)
Existing weekly or monthly guarantees shall be modified to provide that where a holiday falls on the workday of the assignment, payment of a basic day's pay pursuant to  paragraph (a) hereof, unless the regularly assigned employee fails to qualify under paragraph (b) hereof, shall satisfy such guarantee. Nothing in this Rule 22 shall be considered to create a guarantee where none now exists, or to change or modify rules or practices dealing with the Carrier's right to annul assignments on the holidays enumerated in paragraph (a) hereof.

(h)
That part of all rules, agreements, practices or understandings which require that yard crew assignments or individual assignments for yardmen be worked a stipulated number of days per week or month are hereby abrogated insofar as the 11 holidays herein referred to are concerned.
Section 2 - Extra Yard Service Employees

(a)
Each extra yard service employee who meets the qualifications provided in paragraph (b) of this Section 11 shall receive one basic day's pay at the pro rata rate for each of the following enumerated holidays:

New Year's Day
Thanksgiving Day

Washington's Birthday
Day after Thanksgiving

Good Friday
Christmas Eve

Memorial Day
Christmas Day

Fourth of July
New Year's Eve

Labor Day

Only one (1) basic day's pay shall be paid for the holiday, irrespective of the number of shifts worked. xe "Extra board service holiday payments"
NOTE: When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the day observed by the state or Nation shall be considered the holiday. xe "Extra board qualification requirements"
(b)
To qualify, an extra yard service employee must:
(1)
perform yard service on the calendar days immediately preceding and immediately following the holiday and be available for service on the holiday; or

(2)
be available for yard service on the full calendar days immediately preceding and immediately following the holiday and perform yard service on such holiday; or

(3)
be available for service on the full calendar day immediately preceding and immediately following the holiday or perform service on any one or more of such days and be available on the other such day or days, and compensation for service paid him by the Carrier is credited on 11 or more of the 30 calendar days immediately preceding the holiday.

NOTE: A regularly assigned yard service employee who voluntarily changes his service status to an extra yard service employee on any of the three (3) qualifying days shall not be entitled to receive the pay provided for in paragraph (a) of this Section.

(c)
Holiday provisions currently applicable to regularly assigned and extra yard ground service employees (conductors/foremen, brakemen/helpers, switchtenders and car retarder operators) are unchanged, except in the following respect:

Yard service employees who work on any of the 11 specified holidays shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half for all services performed on the holiday, with a minimum of one and one-half times the rate for the basic day.

(d)
When one or more designated holidays fall during the vacation period of the employee, his qualifying days for holiday pay purposes shall be his workdays immediately preceding and following the vacation period.

(e)
Not more than one (1) time and one-half payment will be allowed, in addition to the one basic day's pay at the pro rata rate: for service performed during a single tour of duty on a holiday which is also a workday or a vacation day.

(f)
Rules governing payment for service rendered on the holidays enumerated above are not changed hereby. Service performed on such days shall be paid for at the rate provided in existing schedules; the allowance of one (1) basic day's pay provided for in paragraph (a) of this Section for qualifying employees shall be in addition thereto.

(g)
This Section applies only to extra yard service employees paid on an hourly or daily basis who are subject to yard rules and working conditions. Each of the qualifying days provided in paragraph (b) of this Section means days of service or days of availability in yard service.

(h)
Nothing in this Section shall be considered to create a guarantee where none now exists, or to change or modify rules or practices dealing with the Carrier's right to annul assignments on the holidays enumerated in paragraph (a) of this Section.

(i)
As used in this Section, the terms "calendar day" and "holiday" on which yard service is performed refer to the day to which service payments are credited.

Special Holiday-Qualifying Provisions. An employee who meets all other qualifying requirements will qualify for holiday pay for both Christmas Eve and Christmas Day, if on the "workday" (for a regularly assigned employee) or the "calendar day" (for an extra or unassigned employee) immediately preceding the Christmas Eve holiday he fulfills the qualifying requirements applicable to the "workday" or the "calendar day,” as the case may be, immediately following the Christmas Day holiday he fulfills the qualifying requirements applicable to the "workday" or the "calendar day" after the holiday.

An employee who does not qualify for holiday pay for both Christmas Eve and Christmas Day may qualify for holiday pay for either Christmas Eve or Christmas Day under the provisions applicable to holidays generally.

The holiday pay qualifications for Christmas Eve-Christmas Day shall also be applicable to the Thanksgiving Day-Day after Thanksgiving and the New Year's Eve-New Year's Day holidays.
Section 3 - Local Holiday Agreements

(a)
The company will not abolish a job assignment that is scheduled to work on a holiday for the sole purpose of evading holiday pay, but the company does reserve the right to blank a job on a holiday and pay the crew on the assignment a day at pro rata rate.

xe "Local holiday agreement"
(b)
It is understood that a regular man laying off the day prior to the holiday and his job is blanked on the holiday may mark up on the existing extra board and be available for service the entire day to receive a day at pro rata rate. This man will go back to his regular assignment following the holiday.
(c)
The crew will be given advance notice by bulletin at least 24 hours prior to starting time of the job which is to be blanked on the holiday. (Memorandum of Agreement - 02/17/70)

NOTE: It is understood that when a job is to be blanked for a holiday, the crew so affected will be given advance notice by Bulletin prior to starting time of their assignment on their last tour of duty before the holiday. In the event Bulletin is not placed in the Bulletin Book prior to starting time, Carrier may notify the crew in person before they go off duty. (Interpretation 10/31/77)
(d) If a recognized holiday falls during the vacation of an engineman, and the employee is not scheduled to return from vacation until after the pay has concluded, the Carrier will allow the holiday payment in the current pay period. If the employee does not meet the required qualification for the holiday, the holiday payment will be deducted during the following pay period. 
(e) (Memorandum of Understanding - 08/12/86 - paragraph (d) may be cancelled by either party serving 10-day written notice to the other.)
(f) In determining qualifying for holiday pay that enginemen answering calls to service and not laying off will not be deprived of their holiday pay for this reason.

(Memorandum of Agreement - 12/13/73.)

Section 4 - Holiday Substitution
(Memorandum of Agreement - 2003)
This agreement’s purpose is to allow regularly assigned enginemen, xe "Holiday substitution rule"who are scheduled to work the following holidays, the opportunity to substitute other enginemen to work in their place, and provided regularly assigned enginemen comply with the agreement between the UTU-E and PTRA article 22—Holidays—they shall be considered to have qualified for the holiday and will receive one (1) basic day’s pay for the holiday.

It is understood that this is an addition to the UTU-E and PTRA agreement article 22 Holidays. Section I - Regularly Assigned Yard Service Employees will apply to regularly assigned enginemen on each of the following enumerated holidays

1. New Year’s Day                              7. Thanksgiving Day

2. Washington’s Birthday                 8. Day after Thanksgiving

3. Good Friday                                   9. Christmas Eve

4. Memorial Day                               10. Christmas Day

5. Fourth of July                               11. New Year’s Eve

6. Labor Day

Holiday Substitution Proviso

1) Enginemen on regular assignments who are scheduled to perform service on any of the aforementioned holidays will have the option to substitute another regularly assigned engineman in their place on holidays. For purposes of this agreement, regularly assigned enginemen does not include individuals assigned to the Engineer’s Extra Board. 

2) Substituting enginemen are required to be on their regular scheduled off-days, or their current regular assignment is blanked for the holiday allowing them the opportunity to fill in for other enginemen who are scheduled to work the holiday and opt to use a substitute in their place.

3) Both the regular assigned engineman who is scheduled to work the holiday, and the substituting engineman who will work for the regular assigned engineman on the holiday will be required to notify the crew-caller of the exchange.

4) Substitute enginemen accepting a regular engineman’s holiday schedule will be required to protect the assignment.

This agreement will not diminish enginemen’s rights as afforded in article 22 holidays. Rather, this agreement’s intention is to provide PTRA enginemen with a higher quality of life by providing the opportunity to substitute other enginemen in their places during specific holidays and still qualify under article 22’s provisions for one (1) basic day’s pay for the holiday.

Except to implement the terms and conditions of this agreement, all other scheduled rules and agreements shall remain in full force and effect.

ARTICLE 23

Vacations
Section 1 ‑ Vacations (04/01/81 National Agreement)

(a)
Each employee subject to the scope of schedule agreements held by the organizations signatory to the Vacation Agreement will be qualified for an annual vacation of one (1) week with pay, or pay in lieu thereof, if during the preceding calendar year the employee renders service under schedule agreements held by the organizations signatory to the Vacation Agreement amounting to 120 qualifying days, in miles or hours. xe "Vacations"
(b)
Each employee having two (2) or more years of continuous service will be qualified for an annual vacation of two (2) weeks with pay, or pay in lieu thereof, if during the preceding calendar year the employee renders service amounting to 110 qualifying days in miles or hours, and during the said two (2) or more years of continuous service renders service of not less than 320 basic days in miles or hours, paid for as provided in individual schedules.

(c)
Each employee having eight (8) or more years of continuous service will be qualified for an annual vacation of three (3) weeks with pay, or pay in lieu thereof, if during the preceding calendar year the employee renders service amounting to 100 qualifying days in miles or hours, and during the said eight (8) or more years of continuous service renders service of not less than 1,280 basic days in miles or hours, paid for as provided in individual schedules.

(d)
Each employee having 17 or more years of continuous service will be qualified for an annual vacation of four (4) weeks with pay, or pay in lieu thereof, if during the preceding calendar year the employee renders service amounting to 100 qualifying days in miles or hours, and during the said 17 or more years of continuous service renders service of not less than 2,720 basic days in miles or hours, paid for as provided in individual schedules.

(e)
Each employee having 25 or more years of continuous service will be qualified for an annual vacation of five (5) weeks with pay, or pay in lieu thereof, if during the preceding calendar year the employee renders service amounting to 100 qualifying days in miles or hours, and during the said 25 or more years of continuous service renders service of not less than 4,000 basic days in miles or hours, paid for as provided in individual schedules.
(National 1996 – Award 559 - Vacation Rules Amended)

Existing rules governing vacations are amended as follows effective January 1, 1997

(a)
The minimum number of basic days in miles or hours paid for, as provided in individual schedules, on which an employee must render service under schedule agreements held by the organization signatory hereto to qualify for an annual vacation for the succeeding calendar year shall be increased by fifty (50) percent from the minimum number applicable under vacation rules in effect on the date of this Agreement. The multiplying factors set forth in vacation rules in effect on the date of this Agreement shall be amended to provide that each basic day in yard service performed by a yard service employee or by an employee having interchangeable road and yard rights shall be computed as 1.6 days, and each basic day in all other services shall be computed as 1.3 days, for purposes of determining qualification for vacation based on service rendered in the preceding calendar year.
NOTE: It is the parties’ intention that, in accordance with application of the multiplying factors set forth in existing vacation rules as amended above, commencing with calendar year 1997 this subsection would require the equivalent of 150 qualifying days in a calendar year in yard service and 180 qualifying days in a calendar year in road service to qualify for an annual vacation for the succeeding year.

(b) Calendar days on which an employee assigned to an extra list is available for service and on which days he performs no service, not exceeding ninety (90) such days, will be included in the determination of qualification for vacation; also, calendar days, not in excess of forty-five (45), on which an employee is absent from and unable to perform service because of injury received on duty will be included. Such calendar days shall not be subject to the multiplying factors set forth in existing vacation rules as amended.

(c) Calendar days on which an employee is compensated while attending training and rules classed at the direction of the carrier will be included in the determination of qualification for vacation. Such calendar days shall not be subject to the multiplying factors set forth in existing vacation rules as amended.

(d) During a calendar year in which an employee’s vacation entitlement will increase on the anniversary date, such employee shall be permitted to schedule the additional vacation time to which entitled on the anniversary date at any time during that calendar year.

(e) An employee may make up to two splits in his annual vacation in any calendar year.

(f) An employee may take up to one week of his annual vacation in single day increments, provided, however, that such employee shall be automatically marked up for service upon the expiration of any single day vacation.
(g) Existing rules and practices regarding vacations not specifically amended by this Section, including (but not limited to) scheduling of vacations, shall continue in effect without change.

           This Article is not intended to restrict any of the existing rights of a carrier except as specifically provided herein.


Section 2 ‑ Payment and General Provisions of Vacation Agreement

(a)
An employee receiving a vacation, or pay in lieu thereof, under Section I shall be paid for each week of such vacation 1/52 of the compensation earned by such employee under schedule agreements held by the organizations, but in no event shall pay for each week of vacation be less than five (5) minimum basic days pay at the rate of last service rendered. xe "Vacation payments"
(a) Vacations shall be taken between January 1st and December 31st; however, it is recognized that the exigencies of the service create practical difficulties in providing vacations in all instances. Due regard, consistent with requirements of the service, shall be given to preference of the employee in his seniority order in the class of service in which engaged when granting vacations. 


Representatives of the carriers and of the employees will cooperate in arranging vacation periods, administering vacations, and releasing employees when requirements of the service will permit. It is understood and agreed that vacationing employees will be paid their vacation allowances by the carriers as soon as possible after the vacation period, but the parties recognize that there may be some delay in such payments. It is understood that in any event, such employee will be paid his vacation allowance no later than the second succeeding payroll period following the date claim for vacation allowance is filed.

(c)
Vacations shall not be accumulated or carried over from one vacation year to another. However, to avoid loss of time by employees at end of the vacation period, the number of vacation days, at request of the employee, may be reduced in one year and adjusted in the next year.

(d)
Time off account of vacation will not be considered as time off account employee's own accord under any guarantee rule and will not be considered as breaking such guarantees.

(e)
The absence of an employee on vacation with pay, as provided in this agreement, will not be considered a vacancy, temporary or otherwise, in applying the bulletin rules of schedule agreements.

(f)
Calendar days on which an employee assigned to an extra list is available for service and on which days he performs no service, not exceeding 60 such days, will be included in the determination of qualifications for vacation; also, calendar days, not in excess of 30, on which an employee is absent from and unable to perform service because of injury received on duty, will be included.

(g)
In instances where employees who have become members of the Armed Forces of the United States return to the service of the employing carrier in accordance with the Military Selective Service Act of 1967, as amended, the time spent by such employees in the Armed Forces subsequent to their employment by the employing carrier, will be credited as qualifying service in determining the length of vacations for which they may qualify upon their return to the service of the employing carrier

(h)
Where an employee is discharged from service and thereafter restored to service during the same calendar year with seniority unimpaired, service performed prior to discharge and subsequent to reinstatement during that year shall be included in the determination of qualification for vacation during the following year.

(i)
The vacation provided for in this Agreement shall be considered to have been earned when the employee has qualified under Section I hereof. If an employee's employment. status is terminated for any reason whatsoever, including but not limited to, retirement, resignation, discharge, non‑compliance with a Union Shop Agreement, or failure to return after furlough, he shall, at time of such termination, be granted full vacation pay earned up to the time he leaves the service, including pay for vacation earned in the preceding year or years and not yet granted, and the vacation for the succeeding year if the employee has qualified therefor under Section 1. If an employee thus entitled to vacation or vacation pay shall die, the vacation pay earned and not received shall be paid to such beneficiary as may have been designated, or in absence of such designation, the surviving spouse or children of his estate, in that order of preference.
Section 3 ‑ Splitting of Vacations

(a)
Enginemen who have qualified under provisions of the vacation Agreement for an annual vacation of two weeks, will be permitted to take such vacation in two one‑week periods, if they so desire. xe "Splitting vacations"
(b)
Enginemen who have qualified under provisions of the Vacation Agreement for an annual vacation of three weeks or four weeks will be permitted to take such vacation in two periods, if they so desire. Combinations must be for full week or weeks.

(c)
The length of the entire vacation will be no greater than length of vacation the employee is entitled to at time first period is taken.

(d)
Only one of any two periods may be assigned to begin or end during the months of June, July, August and the first 15 days of September.
(e)
Payments for each of the two periods will be made in same manner as other vacation periods of same length.
(Memorandum of Agreement 2000 – ( (d) 1-5 ) 
1)
Enginemen will be allowed to split their vacation weeks up to the total number of weeks allowed by their seniority.

2)
Enginemen will be allowed movement of their regularly assigned vacation weeks forward or backward three (3) days to coincide with their scheduled off days, with the understanding that such movement will not increase the agreed-to number of Enginemen off daily without concurrence by Carrier's Director, Human Resources and the Organization's General Chairman. xe "Moving vacations three days"
3)
Enginemen's vacations will be scheduled to begin on the day of the week of the first day of January each year.

4)
Enginemen will be allowed to change one regularly scheduled week of their assigned vacation to one week of single-day vacation days between January and November, if they have not so requested at the time vacations are originally scheduled by the Carrier and the Organization.

5)
Enginemen will be allowed to swap out vacations with others of their craft, if agreeable to both Enginemen wanting the change.

Except to implement the terms and conditions of this agreement, all other scheduled rules and agreements shall remain in full force and effect.

            It is further understood that Section (d) (2) and (3) shall be for a test period between the effective date of this Agreement and December 31, 2001. At the conclusion of such test period, the Carrier and Organization shall meet to discuss the results, and negotiate and resolve any changes particular to Section (d) (2) and (3) only. This test period will not set a precedent in the handling of one-day vacations or establish any rights that did not exist prior to its signing and implementation. 
Section 4 – One Day at a Time
            In accordance with Section 14 of the Operating Vacation Agreement, signed at Chicago, Illinois, on the 29th day of April 1949, and as amended by various National Agreements up to and including the Award of Arbitration Board No. 559 dated May 8, 1996, and pursuant to Public Law Board 559, Award No. 35 dated February 1, 2000, that the following shall govern the terms and conditions providing for Single-Day Vacations of Locomotive Engineers.  For the purposes of this Agreement, the Port Terminal Railroad Association will be designated as the “Carrier, and the United Transportation Union-E will be designated as the “Organization.”

(First paragraph Modified – Memorandum of Agreement – 2002)
The parties hereby agree:
(a)
Enginemen who have qualified for an annual vacation will be permitted to designate one week of such vacation (subject to the National Vacation Agreement of April 29, 1949 in regard to the demands of service), to be taken one day at a time, to be taken between January 1 and December 31, of the year.

It is understood that each Engineman electing to designate one week of his vacation for this reason will, at the time of lay-off, identify reason as vacation day. Also, each Engineman taking vacation one day at a time will make a written verification to the Carrier representative for each vacation day in order to facilitate record keeping. xe "One day at a time vacations"
(Third paragraph modified – Memorandum of Agreement – 2002)

It is further agreed that any Engineman who has not designated all of his vacation days as set forth in this agreement by December 31st of each year will have remaining days under this agreement paid by the Association in lieu of such vacation day, and he will be so compensated as soon as practicable following the end of each year; however, in no event not later than January 31st.
(Memorandum of Agreement – 2000 – Section (b) and (c))
(b) 
Beginning with the effective date of this Agreement, two (2) Enginemen will be allowed to take their single-day vacation each day. The two (2) Enginemen allowed on single-days vacation each day will be the guaranteed fixed minimum number of Enginemen to be on single days vacation each day. Enginemen (if they so desire) will be allowed to schedule single-​day vacation days up to forty-five (45) days in advance, with the understanding that such one-day vacation requests will be considered on a first come/first serve basis. xe "One day at a time vacation- two enginemen allowed off every day"
It is understood and agreed that the minimum fixed number of two (2) Enginemen allowed off each day for single-day vacations will be adjusted each year at the time vacations are scheduled by the Carrier and Organization representatives by calculating the difference between the total number of vacation weeks divided by 52 weeks, and the number of regularly scheduled weeks vacation divided by 52 weeks. However, in no instance will the minimum number be adjusted to less than two (2) Enginemen off each day.

It is further understood and agreed that the Carrier will diligently consider granting other non-guaranteed requests for one-day vacation days over and above that fixed number based on the demands of the service.

(c)
It is agreed that Enginemen will be permitted to schedule and take individual single-day vacation days on successive days up to the maximum number of single days they have remaining.
Except to implement the terms and conditions of this agreement, all other scheduled rules and agreements shall remain in full force and effect.
ARTICLE 24

Off-Track Vehicle Accident Benefits
Payments to be Made

In the event that any one of the losses enumerated in subparagraphs (1), (2) and (3) below results from an injury sustained directly from an accident covered in paragraph (a) and independently of all other causes and such loss occurs or commences within the time limits set forth in subparagraphs (1), (2) and (3) below, the carrier will provide, subject to the terms and conditions herein contained, and less any amounts payable under Group Policy Contract GA​23000 of The Travelers Insurance Company or any other medical or insurance policy or plan paid for in its entirety by the carrier, the following benefits: xe "Off track vehicle accident payment"
(1) Accidental Death or Dismemberment – (Amended by National 2002)
The carrier will provide for loss of life or dismemberment occurring within 120 days after date of an accident covered in paragraph (a):

"Loss" shall mean, with regard to hands and feet, dismemberment by severance through or above wrist or ankle joints; with regard to eyes, entire and irrecoverable loss of sight.

No more than $300,000 will be paid under this paragraph to any one employee or his personal representative as a result of any one accident.

(2)
Medical and Hospital Care
The carrier will provide payment for the actual expense of medical and hospital care commencing within 120 days after an accident covered under paragraph (a) of injuries incurred as a result of such accident, subject to limitation of $3,000 for any employee for any one accident, less any amounts payable under Group Policy Contract GA-23000 of The Travelers Insurance Company or under any other medical or insurance policy or plan paid for in its entirety by the carrier.

(3)
Time Loss
The carrier will provide an employee who is injured as a result of an accident covered under paragraph (a) hereof and who is unable to work as a result thereof commencing within 30 days after such accident 80% of the employee's basic full-time weekly compensation from the carrier for time actually lost, subject to a maximum payment of $1,000 per week for time lost during a period of 156 continuous weeks following such accident, provided, however, that such weekly payment shall be reduced by such amounts as the employee is entitled to receive as sickness benefits under provisions of the Railroad Unemployment Insurance Act. 
(4)
Aggregate Limit
The aggregate amount of payments to be made hereunder is limited to $10,000,000 for any one accident, and the carrier shall not be liable for any amount in excess of $10,000,000 for any one accident, irrespective of the number of injuries or deaths which occur in or as a result of such accident. If the aggregate amount of payments otherwise payable hereunder exceeds the aggregate limit herein provided, the carrier shall not be required to pay as respects each separate employee a greater proportion of such payments than the aggregate limit set forth herein bears to the aggregate amount of all such payments. (National Agreement - 08/25/78 & 08/20/2002)
ARTICLE 25

Timeslips/Time Limits
(a) When time is not allowed, as per Engineer's timeslip, the slip will be corrected and engineer and fireman notified. Engineers will turn in their timeslips promptly at end of each day's work, a separate slip to be made for each shift worked.
(b)
All claims or grievances arising on and after November 1, 1948, shall be handled as follows. xe "Claims and grievance procedures"

(1) All claims or grievances must be presented in writing by or on behalf of the employee involved, to the officer of the company authorized to receive same, within 60 days from date of the occurrence on which the claim or grievance is based. Should any such claim or grievance be disallowed, the carrier shall, within 60 days from date same is filed, notify the employee or his representative of the reasons for such disallowance. If not so notified, the claim or grievance shall be considered valid and settled accordingly, but this shall not be considered a precedent or waiver of the contentions of the carrier as to other similar claims or grievances.


(2)
If a disallowed claim or grievance is to be appealed, such appeal must be taken within 60 days from receipt of notice of disallowance, and the representative of the carrier shall be notified of the rejection of his decision. Failing to comply with this provision, the matter shall be considered closed, but this shall not be considered a precedent or waiver of the contentions of the employees as to other similar claims or grievances.


(3)
The procedure outlined in paragraphs (a) and (b) shall govern in appeals taken to each succeeding officer. Decisions by the highest officer designated to handle claims and grievances shall be final and binding, unless within sixty (60) days after written notice of the decision of said officer he is notified in writing that his decision is not accepted. All claims or grievances involved in a decision of the highest officer shall be barred, unless within six months from date of said officer's decision proceedings are instituted by the employee or his duly authorized representative before a tribunal having jurisdiction pursuant to law or agreement of the claim or grievance involved. It is understood, however, that the parties may, by agreement in any particular case, extend the six month period herein referred to.


(4)
All rights of a claimant involved in continuing alleged violations of agreement shall, under this rule, be fully protected by continuing to file a claim or grievance for each occurrence or tour of duty, up to the time when such claim or grievance is disallowed by the first officer of the carrier. With respect to claims and grievances involving an employee held out of service in discipline cases, the original notice of request for reinstatement with pay for time lost shall be sufficient.


(5)
This rule recognizes the right of representative of the organization party hereto to file and progress claims and grievances for and on behalf of the employees they represent.

(6) This rule shall not apply to requests for leniency.
ARTICLE 26

Investigation and Discipline
(a)
Enginemen will not be dismissed or have their records marked without just and sufficient cause until after a fair and impartial investigation has been held, at which investigation he or they will be privileged to have a representative of his/their choice present to assist him by questioning witnesses. xe "Investigation and discipline rule"
(b)
Witnesses shall be examined separately and may, if they so desire, remain and hear the other testimony in the case under investigation. "Witnesses" referred to above does not include the enginemen whose actions are being investigated.

(c)
Enginemen directed to report for an investigation will, at that time, be informed in writing of the specific charge for which he/they are to be tried.

(d)
The investigation will be held within 10 days from date of the incident giving rise to the investigation, or within 10 days from date the Association has knowledge of the occurrence. The time set forth herein may be extended upon request of the accused when same is predicated upon just and sufficient cause.

(e)
A copy of all statements made a matter of record at the investigation will be furnished the accused and his representative.

(f)
If an engineman is found guilty and a verdict of suspension rendered, it shall be for a given length of time, and he shall be so notified in writing. Time of suspension to begin from time he is relieved from duty. Where suspension, discharge or unfavorable entry is made against an engineman, he shall be so notified in writing within five days from date of hearing. If found not guilty, he shall be paid for all time lost.

(g)
Any engineman who feels he has been unjustly dealt with will have the right to appeal to his superior officer within 10 days, personally or through his representative.
(h)
Any engineman may have the regularly constituted UTU Committee represent him in handling of his grievances.
ARTICLE 27

Union Shop Agreement
This Agreement is entered into this 27th day of December 1956, in accordance with Section 2 Eleventh of the Railway Labor Act, as amended, by and between the Port Terminal Railroad Association (hereinafter referred to as the "Association") and its enginemen, represented by the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen & Enginemen (hereinafter referred to as the "Brotherhood”) xe "Union shop agreement"
IT IS HEREBY AGREED:

1.
Subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, all employees of the Association now or hereafter subject to the rules and working conditions agreement between the parties hereto shall, as a condition of their continued employment, subject to such agreement, become members of the Brotherhood within 60 calendar days of the date they first perform compensated service as such employees after the effective date of this agreement, and thereafter shall maintain membership in good standing in such Brotherhood while subject to the rules and working conditions agreement between the parties, provided, however, that the foregoing requirement for membership in the Brotherhood shall not be applicable to:
(a)
Employees to whom membership is not available upon the same terms and conditions as are generally applicable to any other member, or

(b)
Employees to whom membership has been denied or terminated for any reason other than failure of the employee to tender the periodic dues, initiation fees and assessments (not including fines and penalties) uniformly required as a condition of acquiring or retaining membership in the Brotherhood, or

(c)
Employees covered by the rules and working conditions agreement between the parties, who maintain membership in any one of the other labor organizations, national in scope, organized in accordance with the Railway Labor Act, and admitting to membership employees of a craft or class engaged in the services or capacities within the jurisdiction of the First Division of the National Railroad Adjustment Board, provided that nothing contained in this agreement shall prevent an employee from changing membership from one such organization another admitting to membership employees of a craft or class in any of said services or capacities.

(c) Employees whose religious creed, or personal convictions, will not permit membership in a labor organization. However, employees covered by this paragraph (d) will retain their seniority status and rights by tendering to the Financial Secretary of the Brotherhood an amount equal to the periodic dues, initiation fees, and assessment, in the same amounts and manner as are uniformly required of members of the Brotherhood.

2.
Employees who retain seniority under the rules and working conditions agreement between the parties hereto, governing their classes or crafts, and who are assigned or transferred for a period of 30 calendar days or more to employment not covered by such agreement, or who are on written leave of absence starting after the effective date of this agreement for a period of 30 calendar days or more, will not be required to maintain membership as provided in Section 1 of this agreement within 30 calendar days of such return to service.

3.
An employee whose membership in the Brotherhood is terminated while on furlough due to reduction in force, or while off duty account sickness or injury to himself (or member of his family when their sickness requires him to be off) for a period of 30 calendar days or more, and who is required to maintain membership under provisions of Section 1 of this agreement, shall be granted upon his return to service in any of the crafts or classes represented by the Brotherhood a period of 30 calendar days within which to comply with Section 1 of this agreement.

4.
Every employee required by the provisions of this agreement to become and remain a member of a labor organization or shall be considered by the Association to be either a member of the Brotherhood, as provided herein, or to be a member of one of the other labor organizations referred to in Section 1 (c) hereof, unless the Association is advised to the contrary in writing by the Brotherhood. The Brotherhood shall be responsible for initiating action to enforce the terms of this agreement.

5.

(a)
The General Chairman of the Brotherhood, or his representative, will furnish the Association, in writing, by Registered Mail, or by personal delivery evidenced by receipt, not later than the fifth day of the month, the name of any employee whose seniority and employment the Brotherhood requests be terminated by reason of failure to comply with the membership requirements of this agreement.

(b)
Not later than the 10th day of the month, the Association shall forward to each such employee, at their last known address, by Registered Mail with Return Receipt Requested, the information that he has been thus cited by the Brotherhood. It shall send a copy of this letter to the General Chairman. Not later than the 17th day of the month, the employee whose membership in an organization covered by Section 1 (c) of this agreement is required, must present to the Association proof by letter from his organization of such membership, or request a hearing on the matter. If the employee in question does not present substantial proof of compliance with the terms of this agreement by the 17th day of the month, and does not request a hearing on the matter, he shall be notified in writing, by Registered Mail Return Receipt Requested, not later than the 18th day of the month that his seniority and employment shall be terminated, effective the 20th day of the month.

(c)
If a hearing is requested, the Association shall set a date in writing for such hearing to be held, not later than the 27th day of the month, with copy to the General Chairman. This hearing shall be confined exclusively to the compliance with the provisions of this agreement. The General Chairman of the Brotherhood or his representative shall be present and participate in this hearing. Within three days of the date of the hearing, unless satisfactory proof of compliance with terms of this agreement is presented by the employee in question, such employee shall be notified in writing at his last known address, that his seniority and employment shall be terminated effective the third day of the month following the hearing.
(d)
The General Chairman of the Brotherhood, or his representative, may require of each non-member proof of membership, as required by this agreement, once each month. Termination of seniority and employment rights of any employee may be prevented at any time prior to the effective date of such termination by withdrawal in writing of the Brotherhood's request.
(e)
Nothing in this agreement shall be construed to mean that an employee who has been in violation of the terms of this agreement at the time of the notice provided for in Section 5 (a) may thereafter join another organization covered by Section 1 (c) and avoid penalty for noncompliance with terms of this agreement. Employees must maintain the required membership at all times.

6.
The provisions of the rules and working conditions agreement between the parties pertaining to investigations, hearings, and appeals are inapplicable to the termination of seniority and employment rights, as provided for in this agreement.
7.
Neither this agreement nor any provision contained herein shall be used as a basis for a time or money claim against the Association, nor shall any provision of any other agreement between the parties hereto be relied upon in support of any claim that may arise as a result of the operation of this agreement. This will not apply to failure on the part of the Association to carry out the provisions of this agreement as to the termination of seniority and employment rights of any who might violate this agreement.
8.
This agreement is in compliance with and final settlement of the issues involved in the request for a Union Shop Agreement as served on the Port Terminal Railroad Association, dated March 19, 1951, by the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen & Enginemen. This agreement shall become effective December 27, 1956, and shall remain in effect until changed or modified, in accordance with provisions of the Railway Labor Act, as amended.

ARTICLE 28

Health and Welfare Plan
Section 1: The Railroad Employees National Health and Welfare Plan
The Port Terminal Railroad Association is party to the terms and conditions of the National Agreement dated October 15, 1982, providing for benefits under The Travelers Insurance Company Group Policy Contracts Nos. GA​23000 and GA46000 and Aetna Group Policy Contract No. GP-12000. The National Railway Carriers and United Transportation Union Health and Welfare Plan and the Railroad Employees National Health and Welfare Plan (individually and collectively referred to in this Agreement, depending on the context, as “the Plan”), modified as provided in this Article with respect to employees represented by the organization and their eligible dependents, will be continued subject to the provisions of the Railway Labor Act. Existing Plan provisions not specifically amended shall continue in effect without change.
 xe "Health and welfare plan"(b)
The responsibility of the Port Terminal Railroad Association with respect to its premium contributions for the above plans is maintained.

Note: Travelers has changed to United Health Care and at this time, the mental health and substance abuse part of our insurance is being handled in conjunction with United Health Care by “Value Options”. Some of our Group #’s have also changed. The new numbers will be listed on your insurance card or call your provider for assistance.
Note: Pursuant to a March, 2004 meeting between the UTU and the NCCC, the railroad healthcare insurance plan has been boosted significantly following interpretation of its provisions. Effective July 1, 2004: Enhanced hearing benefits ($600 max annually); Life insurance increased ($20,000 from $10,000); Maximum accidental death and dismemberment doubled to $16,000.
Section 2: Benefits Eligibility
The Railroad Employees National Health and Welfare Plan (“the Plan”) is amended, effective June 1, 1996 as provided in this Section. In order for an Eligible Employee (as defined by the Plan) to continue to be covered by the Plan during any calendar month by virtue of rendering compensated service or receiving vacation pay in the immediately preceding calendar month (the “qualifying month”), such employee must have rendered compensated service on, or received vacation pay for, an aggregate of at least seven (7) calendar days during the applicable qualifying month. Any calendar day on which an employee assigned to an extra list is available for service but does not perform service shall be deemed a day of compensated service solely for purposes of this Section. Existing Plan provisions pertaining to eligibility for and termination of coverage not specifically amended by this Section shall continue in effect. xe "Health and welfare eligibility"
Section 3: Definitions
The carriers’ payment rate for any year for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan shall mean twelve (12) times the payment made by the carriers to the Plan per month (in such year) per employee who is fully covered for employee health benefits under the Plan. Carrier payments to the Plan for these purposed shall not include the amounts per such employee per month (in such year) taken from the Special Account, or from any other special account, fund or trust maintained in connection with the Plan, to pay or provide for current Plan benefits, or any amounts paid by remaining carriers to make up the unpaid contributions of terminating carriers pursuant to Article III, Part A, Section 1, of the UTU Implementing Document of November 1, 1991, Document A.

THIS AGREEMENT, made this 6th day of November, 2003 by and between the participating carriers listed in Exhibit A, attached hereto and made a part hereof, and represented by the National Carriers' Conference Committee, and the employees (other than Yardmasters) of such carriers shown thereon and represented by the United Transportation Union, witnesseth:

IT IS HEREBY AGREED:

Section 1 - Purpose
This Agreement is made pursuant to Article IV – Health and Welfare of the parties’ August 20, 2002 Agreement – Document “A” (“2002 National Agreement”) and is intended to be full and final disposition of the parties’ respective bargaining notices concerning health and welfare issues. Its terms are incorporated into and will be a part of the 2002 National Agreement as provided herein.

Section 2 - Amended Effective date
For the purpose of defraying health and welfare costs, Section 4 – Third General Wage Increase of the 2002 National Agreement is amended to provide that the effective date of such General Wage Increase shall be December 1, 2004 instead of July 1, 2004.

Section 3 – Cost-of-Living Allowance Amendments
Part B of Article III - Cost-Of-Living Payments of the 2002 National Agreement is amended to read as follows:

Part B - Cost-of-Living Allowance and Adjustments Thereto After January 1, 2005

Section 1- Cost-of-Living Allowance and Effective Dates of Adjustments

(a)
A cost-of-living allowance shall be payable in the manner set forth in and subject to the provisions of this Part, on the basis of the “Consumer Price Index for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers (Revised Series) (CPI-W)” (1967=100), U.S. Index, all items - unadjusted, as published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics, US. Department of Labor, and hereinafter referred to as the CPI. The first such cost-of-living allowance shall be payable effective July 1, 2005 based, subject to paragraph (b), on the CPI for March 2005 as compared with the CPI for September 2004, Such allowance, and further cost-of-living adjustments thereto which shall become effective as described below, shall be based on the change in the CPI during the respective measurement periods shown in the following table, subject to the exception provided in paragraph (b)(iii), according to the formula set forth in paragraph (c).

Effective Dates of Adjustment and Maximum CPI Increases conforming to the above schedule shall be applicable to periods subsequent to those specified above during which this Article is in effect.

(ii)
Limitation. In calculations under paragraph (c), only fifty (50) percent of the increase in the CPI in any measurement period shall be considered.

(iii)
If the increase in the CPI from the base month of September 2004 to the measurement month of March 2005 exceeds 3% of the September 2004 base index, the measurement period that shall be used for determining the cost-of-living adjustment to be effective the following January shall be the 12-month period from such base month of September; the increase in the index that shall be taken into account shall be limited to that portion of the increase that is in excess of 3% of such September base index; and the maximum increase in that portion of the index that may be taken into account shall be 6% of such September base index less the 3% mentioned in the preceding clause, to which shall be added any residual tenths of points which had been dropped under paragraph (c) below in calculation of the cost-of-living adjustment which shall have become effective July 1, 2005 during such measurement period.
(iv)
Any increase in the CPI from the base month of September 2004 to the measurement month of September 2005 in excess of 6% of the September 2004 base index shall not be taken into account in the determination of subsequent cost-of-living adjustments.

(v)
The procedure specified in subparagraphs (iii) and (iv) shall be applicable to all subsequent periods during which this Article is in effect.
(c) Formula. The number of points change in the CPI during a measurement period, as limited by paragraph (b), shall be converted into cents on the basis of one cent equals 0.3 full points. (By “0.3 full points” it is intended that any remainder of 0.1 point or 0.2 point of change after the conversion shall not be counted.)

The cost-of-living allowance effective January 1, 2006 shall be the whole number of cents produced by dividing by 0.3 the number of points (including tenths of points) change, as limited by paragraph (b), in the CPI during the applicable measurement period. Any residual tenths of a point resulting from such division shall be dropped. The result of such division shall be rolled in to basic rates of pay in effect on December 3 1, 2005 if the CPI shall have been higher at the end than at the beginning of the measurement period, and subtracted therefrom only if the index shall have been lower at the end than at the beginning of the measurement period, but in no event shall basic rates of pay be reduced below the levels in effect on June 30, 2005. If the result of such division requires a subtraction from basic rates of pay in effect on December 31, 2005, the employee cost-sharing contribution amount in effect on that date pursuant to Article IV, Part B, Section 1 (c) of this Agreement shall be adjusted effective January 1, 2006 as appropriate to reflect such subtraction. The same procedure shall be followed in applying subsequent adjustments.
(d)
Continuance of the cost-of-living allowance and the adjustments therto provided herein is  dependent upon the availability of the official monthly BLS Consumer Price Index (CPI-W) calculated on the same basis as such Index, except that, if the Bureau of Labor Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor should, during the effective period of this Article, revise or change the methods or basic data used in calculating such Index in such a way as to affect the direct comparability of such revised or changed index with the CPI-W during a measurement period, then that Bureau shall be requested to furnish a conversion factor designed to adjust the newly revised index to the basis of the CPI-W during such measurement period.

Section 2 – Payment of Cost-of-Living Allowances
(a)
The cost-of-living allowance payable to each employee effective July 1, 2005 
pursuant to Section 1 of this Part shall be rolled in to basic rates of pay on that 
date.
(b)
The cost-of-living allowance payable to each employee effective January 1, 2006 
pursuant to Section 1 of this Part shall be rolled in to basic rates of pay on that 
date.
(c)
The cost-of-living allowance payable to each employee effective July 1, 2006 
pursuant to Section 1 of this Part shall be rolled in to basic rates of pay on that 
date.
(d) 
The procedure specified in paragraphs (b) and (c) shall be followed with respect 
to computation of the cost-of-living allowances payable in subsequent years 
during which this Article is in effect.

Section 3 - Application of Cost-of-Living: Allowances
The cost-of-living allowance provided for by Section 1 of this Part B will be payable as provided in Section 2 and will be applied as follows:

For other than dining car stewards, each one cent per hour of cost-of-living 
allowance will be treated as an increase of 8 cents in the basic daily rates of pay 
produced by application of Article I of this Agreement. The cost-of-living 
allowance will otherwise be applied in keeping with the provisions of Section 6 of 
Article I.
(b)
For dining car stewards, each one cent per hour of cost-of-living allowance will 
be treated as an increase of $1.80 in the monthly rates of pay produced by 
application of Sections 6 and 7 of Article I.

Section 4 - continuation of Part B
The arrangements set forth in this Part B shall remain in effect according to the 
terms thereof until revised by the parties pursuant to the Railway Labor Act.”

Section 4 – Health and Welfare
Article IV - Health and Welfare of the 2002 National Agreement is amended to read as follows:
ARTICLE IV - HEALTH AND WELFARE

Part A - Plan Changes

Section 1 - Continuation of Health and Welfare Plan

The National Railway Carriers and United Transportation Union Health and Welfare Plan and the Railroad Employees National Health and Welfare Plan (individually and collectively referred to in this Agreement, depending on the context, as “the Plan”), modified as provided in this Article with respect to employees represented by the organization and their eligible dependents, will be continued subject to the provisions of the Railway Labor Act.

(a)
All of the benefits as changed herein will be subject to the Plan’s generally applicable limitations, conditions, and exclusions. Existing Plan provisions not specifically amended by this Article shall continue in effect without change.

(b)
The Plan’s Comprehensive Health Care Benefit (“CHCB”) is amended to include one routine physical examination (including diagnostic testing and immunizations in connection with such examination) each calendar year for covered employees and their eligible dependents. Such CHCB benefit shall cover 100% of the Eligible Expenses involved up to $150, and 75% of such Eligible Expenses in excess of $150.

(c)
Routine childhood (up to age 18) immunizations, including boosters, for Diphtheria, Pertussis or Tetanus (DPT), measles, mumps, rubella, and polio shall be provided under the CHCB. This benefit is subject to the applicable deductible and percentage of Covered Expenses (Eligible Expenses) payable.

(d)
In addition to the Plan’s existing coverage for speech therapy, such therapy will be a Covered Expense (Covered Health Service) under the CHCB and the Plan’s Managed Medical Care Program (“MMCP”), when given to children under three years of age as part of a treatment for infantile autism, development delay, cerebral palsy, hearing impairment, or major congenital anomalies that affect speech.

(e)
Phenylketonurial blood tests (“PKU”) will be a Covered Expense 
(Covered Health Service) under the MMCP and the CHCB when given to  
infants under the age of one in a hospital or on an out-patient basis.
(f)
The MMCP will continue to require a co-payment with respect to the first office visit by a participant or beneficiary to her obstetrician or gynecologist for treatment of a pregnancy but will not require a co-payment with respect to any subsequent visit to that obstetrician or gynecologist for treatment of the same pregnancy.

(g)
The MMCP will not require a co-payment on behalf of a participant or beneficiary with respect to any visit to a physician’s office solely for the administration of an allergy shot.

(h)
This Section shall become effective with respect to employees covered by this Agreement as soon as practicable.
(a)
The parties to this Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the “parties,” will promptly solicit bids from interested companies to provide those services to the Plan involving the MMCP that are currently provided by Aetna Inc. The parties will evaluate the bids received and the capabilities of the companies making those bids and will accept such of them (or enter into negotiations with the bidding company or companies) as the parties deem appropriate.

(b)
The parties will promptly research the existence, costs, benefits and services provided, outcomes and other relevant statistics of regional health maintenance organizations, and shall make participation in such of those organizations as the parties deem appropriate available as an option to individuals covered by the Plan.

(c)
With respect to geographic areas where the Plan’s MMCP is not currently available but where companies capable of administering the MMCP provide such services, the parties will solicit proposals from such companies to administer the MMCP, and will evaluate the proposals they receive and accept such of them (or enter into negotiations with the proposing company or Companies) as the parties deem appropriate.

(d)
The parties will solicit proposals from pharmacy benefit managers who specialize in filling prescriptions for injectable medications (and any other medications on which the parties may agree) and will accept one or more of such proposals (or enter into negotiations with the proposing  company or companies) as the parties deem appropriate.

(e)
With respect to Plan participants and their beneficiaries who live in an area where they may choose between CHCB and MMCP coverage, the percentage of Covered Expenses (Eligible Expenses) payable by the Plan with respect to an individual covered under the CHCB will be 75% until the Out-of-Pocket Maximum is reached, but only 60% if a required notice to Medical Management (Care Coordination/Patient Management) is not given or if Medical Management (Care Coordination/Patient Management) determines that the service or supply involved is not Medically Appropriate.

(f)
The Individual and Family Out-of-Network Deductibles under the Plan’s MMCP will be increased to $200 and $600 respectively.
(g) 
The Plan’s Prescription Drug Card Program co-payments per prescription are revised as follows:  (i) Generic Drug - $5.00; (ii) Brand Name Drug - $10.00. The Plan’s Mail Order Prescription Drug Program co-payment is revised as follows: (i) Generic Drug - $10.00; (ii) Brand Name Drug - $15.00.

(h)
Plan coverage for an “Eligible Employee” and his/her “Eligible Dependents” will commence on the first day of the fourth calendar month after such employee first renders the “Requisite Amount of Compensated Service.” For purposes of this subsection, the terms set forth in quotations shall be defined as provided in the current Plan booklet.
(i)
The parties shall establish a new benefit package denominated as the Basic Health Care Benefit (“BHCB”) effective January 1, 2004 that will be administered by one or more vendors. Participation in that arrangement shall be made available as an option to individuals covered by the Plan. The plan design for the BHCB shall be as provided in Attachment A hereto.

(j)
The parties will promptly research the costs, benefits, outcomes and other relevant aspects of consumer driven health care benefit arrangements offered by various vendors and shall make participation in such of those arrangements as the parties deem appropriate available, through a pilot program not exceeding two (2) years in duration, as an option to individuals covered by the Plan. If the parties agree, they may extend and expand such arrangements to other covered individuals.

(k) During a prescribed election period preceding January 1, 2004 and preceding each January 1 thereafter, employees may certify to the Plan or its designee in writing that they have health care coverage (which includes medical, prescription drug, and mental health substance abuse benefits) under another group health plan or health insurance policy that they identify by name and, where applicable, by group number, and for that reason they elect to forego coverage for foreign-to-occupation health benefits for themselves and their dependents under the Plan and under any Hospital Association plan in which they participate. Such election is hereafter referred to as an “Opt-Out Election” and, where exercised, will eliminate an employer’s obligation to make a contribution to the Plan and/or dues offset payment to a Hospital Association for foreign-to-occupation health benefits for the employee and his dependents.


Each employee who makes an Opt-Out Election will be paid by his employer $100 for each month that his employer is required to make a contribution to the Plan on his behalf for life insurance and accidental death and dismemberment benefits as a result of compensated service rendered, or vacation pay received, by the employee during the prior month; provided, however, that the employee’s Opt-Out Election is in effect for the entire month.


If an event described below in the final paragraph of this subsection (k) occurs subsequent to an employee’s Opt-Out Election, the employee may, upon providing the Plan or its designee with proof satisfactory to it of the occurrence of such event, revoke his or her Opt-Out Election. An employee may also revoke his or her Opt-Out Election by providing the Plan or its designee with roof satisfactory to it that, after the employee made the Opt-Out Election, a person became a dependent of the employee through a marriage, birth, or adoption or placement for adoption. An employee who revokes an Opt-Out Election will, along with his or her dependents, be once again covered (effective the first day of the first month following such revocation that the employee and/or his dependents would have been covered but for the Opt-Out Election the employee had previously made) for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the plan or, in the case of an employee who is a member of a Hospital Association, by the Plan (for dependent coverage) and by the Hospital Association (for employee coverage). See Side Letter No. 8.

The following events are the events referred to in preceding paragraph:

The Plan design changes contained in this Section shall become 
effective as soon as practicable except as otherwise provided.

Part B – Employee Cost Sharing of Plan Cost Increases

Section 1 – Employee Cost-Sharing Contributions

(a)
Effective November 1, 2003, each employee covered by this Agreement shall contribute $119.61 per month to the Plan for each month that his employer is required to make a contribution to the Plan on his behalf for foreign-to-occupation health benefits coverage for himself and/or his dependents.

(b)
Effective July 1, 2004, the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount set forth in subsection (a) shall be changed to $100.00.

(c)
Effective July 1, 2005, the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount set forth in subsection (b) shall be increased by the lesser of (x) one-half of the increase, if any, in the carriers’ 2005 monthly payment rate over such pa y m e n t rate for 2004, and (y) one-half of the cost-of-living allowance effective July 1, 2005, pursuant to Article III, Part B, Section 1 (a), multiplied by one-twelfth of the average straight-time equivalent hours (“ASTE Hours”) for calendar year 2003.

(d)
Effective January 1, 2006, the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount in effect on December 31, 2005, shall be increased by the lesser of (x) the sum of (i) one-half of the increase, if any, in the carriers’ 2006 monthly payment rate over such payment rate for 2005, plus (ii) the amount (if any) by which the number described in part (x) of subsection (c) of this Section exceeds the product described in part (y) of such subsection (c), and (y) one-half of the cost-of-living allowance effective January 1, 2006, pursuant to Article III, Part B, Section l(a), multiplied by one-twelfth of the ASTE Hours for calendar year 2004.

(e)
Effective July 1, 2006, the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount in effect on June 30, 2006, shall be increased by the 13 lesser of (x) the amount (if any) by which the number described in part (x) of subsection (d) of this Section exceeds the product described in part (y) of such subsection (d), and (y) one-half of the cost-of-living allowance effective July 1, 2006, pursuant to Article 111, Part B, Section l(a), multiplied by one- twelfth of the ASTE Hours for calendar year 2004.

(f)
Effective January 1, 2007, the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount in effect on December 31, 2006, shall be increased by the lesser of (x) the sum of (i) one-half of the increase, if any, in the carriers’ 2007 monthly payment rate over such payment rate for 2006, plus (ii) the amount (if any) by which the number described in part (x) of subsection (e) of this Section exceeds the product described in part (y) of such subsection (e), and (y) one-half of the cost-of-living allowance effective January 1, 2007, pursuant to Article III, Part B, Section l(a), multiplied by one-twelfth of the ASTE Hours for calendar year 2005.

(g)
The pattern specified in subsections (e), and (f) above shall be followed with respect to computation of adjustments to the amount of the employee cost sharing contribution in subsequent periods during which this Part is in effect.

(h)
For purposes of subsections (c) through (f) above and subsection (j) below, the carriers’ payment rate for any year shall mean twelve times the sum of what the carriers’ payments to the Plan would have been, in the absence of any employee contributions to the Plan, for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan per month (in such year) per employee. The carriers’ monthly payment rate for any year shall mean the carriers’ payment rate for that year divided by 12. An “employee” for these purposes shall include any employee who has elected to opt-out of foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan and under any Hospital Association plan in which he participates (except for employees who opt-out pursuant to item no 2 of Side Letter  No.7).

Carrier payments to the Plan for these purposes shall be deemed to include amounts paid pursuant to Section 3(k) of Part A of this Article IV to employees who elected to opt-out of foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan and under any Hospital Association plan in which they participate, but shall not be deemed to include the amounts per such employee per month (in such year) taken from the Special Account, or from any other special account, fund or trust maintained in connection with the Plan, to pay or provide for current Plan benefits, or any amounts paid by remaining carriers to make up the unpaid contributions of terminating carriers pursuant to Article III, Part A, Section 1 of the November 1, 1991 Implementing Document applicable to employees represented by the organization signatory hereto and the carriers represented by the National Carriers’ Conference Committee.

(i)  For the purpose of this Section, the ASTE Hours to be used shall be based on all such hours for individuals in operating employee crafts and classes represented by the United Transportation Union, and who are employed by Class One carriers that are participating in national bargaining in the round of negotiations that commenced January 1, 2000.

(j)
If the per month employee cost-sharing contribution amount (“cost- sharing amount”) is increased for the period July 2005 through December 2005 or any subsequent periods and if a lower payment rate is established for the calendar year that immediately follows, then the cost-sharing amount shall be adjusted as appropriate to reflect such decreased benefit costs. Such adjustment shall be made effective January 1 of the calendar year for which such payment rate decrease is applicable and in no event shall take into account any portion of a payment rate below the payment rate level established for calendar year 2004. The cost-sharing amount shall also be subject to adjustment as provided in Article 111, Part B, Section l (c) of this Agreement. 

Section 2 – Pre-Tax Contributions

Employee cost-sharing contributions made pursuant to this Part shall be on a pre-tax basis, and in that connection a Section 125 cafeteria plan will be established pursuant to this Agreement.

Section 3 – Employer Election

At the employer’s election, employee cost-sharing contributions may be made for the employee by the employee’s employer. If that election is exercised, the employer shall then deduct the amount of such employee contributions from the employee’s wages and retain the amounts so deducted as reimbursement for the employee contributions that the employer had made for the employee.”

Section 5 - Side Letters
The 2002 National Agreement is amended by adding Side Letter Nos. 4 through 10, attached hereto.

Side Letter #4

Dear Mr. Boyd:

This confirms our understanding with respect to Document “A” of the Agreement of this date (Agreement). For the purpose of computation and application of the employee cost-sharing provisions contained in Article IV, Part B of the Agreement, for periods beginning on or after July 1, 2005, the payment rate used shall (i) be based on the costs of the National Railway Carriers and United Transportation Union Health and Welfare Plan (“NRC/UTU Plan”), and (ii)
be established for a calendar year on or before December 31 of the immediately preceding year and may be changed during such calendar year only if additional contributions are needed to fund NRC/UTU Plan benefits and expenses that must be paid during such year.

Side Letter #5

Dear Mr. Boyd:

This confirms our understanding with respect to Document “A” of the Agreement of this date. In any month beginning November 1, 2003, in which an active employee receives his or her FO healthcare benefits from a Hospital Association and not from the NRC/UTU Plan and makes a Plan contribution pursuant to Article IV, Part B, Section 1, then, at the carrier’s option, either:

Such employee’s monthly “cost-sharing contribution amount” 
referred to in Article IV, Part B Section 1 shall be reduced by the Reduction Factor; or

(2)
The carrier shall pay the Hospital Association each month an.  
amount equal to the Reduction Factor, provided that the Hospital 
Association that receives such payment has agreed to decrease 
the employee’s dues by the same amount.

For purposes of this Side Letter, the term “Reduction Factor” means with respect to any given month, the smallest of:

(i)
the monthly dues amount in effect on January 1, 2003 that was 
established by the Hospital Association for payment by an active 
employee,

(ii)
the “cost-sharing contribution amount” for the month referred to 
in Article IV, Part B, Section 1, or

(iii) the monthly dues amount established by the Hospital Association for payment by an active employee in that month.

Side Letter #6
Dear Mr. Boyd:

This confirms our understanding with respect to Document “A” of the Agreement of this date. The provisions of Article IV, Part A, Section 3(k) (Opt-Outs) and Part B (Employee Cost Sharing of Plan Cost Increases) are not applicable to employees covered by the Agreement who reside in Canada (“Canadian Employees”), provided, however, that any local agreements that use the Plan “Payment Rate” to compute amounts payable to active Canadian Employees in connection with health care arrangements are amended as necessary to provide that, for such purposes, the Payment Rate shall be reduced by the Employee Cost-Sharing Contribution Amount in effect at the time pursuant to Article IV, Part B.

Side Letter #7

Dear Mr. Boyd:

This confirms our understanding with respect to Article IV, Part A, Section 3(k) of Document “A” of the Agreement of this date (Agreement). That provision provides employees with an option to opt out of coverage for foreign-to-occupation health benefits for themselves and their dependents under the Plan and under any Hospital Association plan in which they participate. This will confirm our understanding with respect to the intended application of that provision.

1.
An employee who opts out will be opting out of FO health coverage only and (if he otherwise satisfies eligibility and coverage requirements) will continue to have on-duty injury coverage, coverage under the Dental and Vision Plans, and life and AD&D insurance coverage.

2.
If a husband and wife are each covered by the Plan (or a Hospital Association) by virtue of railroad employment and either or both hold positions covered by this Agreement, a UTU-represented spouse may elect to opt out as provided in Section 3(k). If that election is made (and provided the other spouse remains so covered), (i) such UTU-represented spouse shall not receive the $100/month payment provided in Section 3(k) and shall not be required to make the employee cost-sharing contributions required under Article IV, Part B, and (ii) the Plan’s coordination of benefits rules in effect on the date of this Agreement that are applied when a husband  and wife are covered under the Plan both as an Eligible Employee and as an Eligible Dependent shall continue to be applicable.

Side Letter #8 

Dear Mr. Boyd:
This confirms our understanding with respect to the opt-out provision , Article IV, Part A, Section 3(k) of Document “A” of the Agreement of this date (Agreement). It is understood that for purposes of Section 9801(f) of the Internal Revenue Code, (i) any opt-out election shall be treated as a declination of coverage, or a failure to enroll, for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan and under any Hospital Association plan in which the employee making the election may participate, (ii) that the provisions of Section 9801(f) and the regulations thereunder shall govern how any individual covered by an election to opt-out may nonetheless become covered for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan or any Hospital Association plan prior to the next regular opt-out election period, (iii) that the terms of Article IV, Part A, Section 3(k) of our Agreement shall be interpreted and applied so as to be in compliance with Section 9801(f), and (iv)that the employer’s payment of $100 per month to an employee who has elected to opt-out shall cease immediately upon the employee and/or his dependents or any one of his dependents becoming covered, pursuant to Section 9801 (f), for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan or any Hospital Association plan.

Furthermore, and notwithstanding the above, the parties recognize that an employee may lose coverage under the health plan or health insurance policy that he or she relied upon in electing to forego coverage for foreign-to-occupation health benefits under the Plan, and that such loss of coverage may be attributable to an event that is not listed in Section 9801(f) of the Internal Revenue Code and is beyond the control of the employee or of any member of his or her family. In such a case, and only to the extent permissible under Section 125 of the Internal Revenue Code: (a) the employee may ask his/her employer that his or her opt-out election be revoked; (b) the employer involved may in its discretion grant the request in the interest of fairness and equity; and (c) if the request is granted, the employee’s opt-out election shall be treated as revoked as of the day the employer received the request.

Side Letter #9

Dear Mr. Boyd:
Article IV, Section 3 - Employer Election of Document “A” of the Agreement of this date provides in pertinent part that a carrier, at its election, may make cost-sharing contributions on an employee’s behalf and subsequently deduct the amount of such contributions from the employee’s wages as reimbursement. This will confirm that each of the carriers comprising the National Carriers’ Conference Committee will exercise that election with respect to the employees covered by this Agreement.
Side Letter #10

Dear Mr. Boyd:

This confirms our understanding regarding Article IV, Part  B of 
Document “A” of the Agreement of this date.
1.
If a deduction from an employee’s wages for his monthly cost-sharing contribution pursuant to Article IV, Part B is scheduled to be made at the same time as the payroll deduction for the employee’s union dues, the union dues deduction may be made on a subsequent date mutually agreeable to the parties.

2. Each carrier shall examine the feasibility of including in the standard payroll documents provided to its employees information concerning the cost of the Plan and the employee’s cost-sharing contributions. The results of that examination will be shared with the authorized  organization representative and, if feasible, the parties shall use their  best efforts to implement such arrangements.

ARTICLE 29
Dental Benefits
(National 1996 – Award 559)

Section 1 – Continuation of Plan
The benefits now provided under the Railroad Employees National Dental Plan (Dental Plan), modified as provided in Section 2 below, will be continued subject to the provisions of the Railway Labor Act, as amended. xe "Dental benefit plan"
Section 2 - Eligibility
Existing eligibility requirements under the Dental Plan are amended, effective June 1, 1996, to provide that in order for an employee and his eligible dependents to be covered for Covered Dental Expenses (as defined in the Dental Plan) during any calendar month by virtue of rendering compensated service or receiving vacation pay in the immediately preceding calendar month (the “qualifying month”), such employee must have rendered compensated service on, or received vacation pay for, an aggregate of at least seven (7) calendar days during the applicable qualifying month. Any calendar day on which an employee assigned to an extra list is available for service but does not perform service shall be deemed a day of compensated service solely for purposes of this Section. Existing Dental Plan provisions pertaining to eligibility for arid termination of coverage not specifically amended by this Section shall continue in effect.
Section 3 - Benefit Changes
The following changes will be made effective as of January 1, 1999

(a)
The maximum benefit (exclusive of any benefits for orthodonture) which may be paid with respect to a covered employee or dependent in any calendar year beginning with calendar year 1999 will be increased from $1,000 to $1,500.

(b) 
The lifetime aggregate benefits payable for all orthodontic treatment rendered to a covered dependent, regardless of any interruption in service, will be increased from $750 to $1,000.

(c) 
The exclusion from coverage for implantology (including synthetic grafting) services will be deleted and dental implants and related services will be added to the list of Type C dental services for which the Plan pays benefits.

(d)
Repair of existing dental implants will be added to the list of Type B dental services for which the Plan pays benefits.

(e) 
One application of sealants in any calendar year for dependent children under 14 years of age will be added to the list of Type A dental services for which the Plan pays benefits.

(f) 
The Plan will pay 80%, rather than 75%, of covered expenses for Type B dental services.

(g) 
The Plan will establish and maintain an 800 telephone number that employees and dependents may use to make inquiries regarding the Plan.

Note: An employee who opts out (Health and Welfare coverage) will be opting out of FO health coverage only and (if he otherwise satisfies eligibility and coverage requirements) will continue to have on-duty injury coverage, coverage under the Dental and Vision Plans, and life and AD&D insurance coverage. (National 2003 Supplemental Agreement – Side Letter #7)
ARTICLE 30

Vision Care
(National 1996 – Award 559)
Section 1 – Establishment and Effective Date
The railroads will establish a Vision Care Plan to provide specified vision care benefits to employees and their dependents, to become effective January 1, 1999 and to continue thereafter subject to provisions of the Railway Labor Act, as amended, according to the following provisions.

Note: An employee who opts out (Health and Welfare coverage) will be opting out of FO health coverage only and (if he otherwise satisfies eligibility and coverage requirements) will continue to have on-duty injury coverage, coverage under the Dental and Vision Plans, and life and AD&D insurance coverage. (National 2003 Supplemental Agreement – Side Letter #7)
xe "Vision care plan"

(a)
Eligibility and Coverage. Employees and their dependents will be eligible for coverage under the Plan beginning on the first day of the calendar month after the employee has completed a year of service for a participating railroad, but no earlier than the first day of January 1999. An eligible employee who renders compensated service on, or receives vacation pay for, an aggregate of at least seven (7) calendar days in a calendar month will be covered under the Plan, along with his eligible dependents, during the immediately succeeding calendar month. Any calendar day on which an employee assigned to an extra list is available for service but does not perform service shall be deemed a day of compensated service solely for purposes of this Section.
(b)
Managed Care. Managed vision care networks that meet standards developed by the National Carriers’ Conference Committee concerning quality of care, access to providers and cost effectiveness shall be established wherever feasible. Employees who live in a geographical area where a managed vision care network has been established will be enrolled in the network along with their covered dependents. Employees enrolled in a managed vision care network will have a point-of-service option allowing them to choose an out-of-network provider to perform any vision care service covered by the Plan that they need. The benefits provided by the Plan when services are performed by in-network providers will be greater than the benefits provided by the Plan when the services are performed by providers who are not in-network providers, including providers in geographic areas where a managed vision care network has not been established. These two sets of benefits will be as described in the table below.

Section 2 - Administration

The Vision Care Plan will be administered by the National Carriers’ Conference Committee, which will bear the same responsibilities and perform the same functions as it does with respect to The Railroad Employees National Dental Plan, including the development of detailed plan language describing the Plan’s eligibility, coverage, benefit and other provisions.

Note: Pursuant to a March, 2004, meeting between the UTU and the NCCC, the railroad healthcare insurance plan has been boosted significantly following interpretation of its provisions. Effective July 1, 2004, improved vision-care benefits will provide greater choices for purchase of frames and lenses.
ARTICLE 31
Flowback
(National 1996 – Award 559 - Article VI)
Section 1

Upon written request of the organization’s authorized representative(s), the carrier shall meet to discuss establishment of a procedure under which any employee who holds train service seniority and is holding a regularly assigned position as a locomotive engineer may exercise his train service seniority rights. Any such procedures that are established shall be on an individual railroad basis and shall be in accordance with the guidelines set forth in Section 2. xe "Flowback rule"
Section 2
(a)
The number of employees holding regularly assigned positions as locomotive engineers at a location that will be permitted to return to train service under this Article will be limited to the number of qualified and available demoted locomotive engineers at such location on the Option Date, the designated date on which employees may exercise rights hereunder to return to train service. As used in this Article, the term qualified shall be deemed to include (but is not limited to) qualification on the physical characteristics of the territory protected by the regularly assigned positions.

(b)
Two Option Dates per calendar year will be designated, which shall be January 1 and July 1 unless otherwise agreed by the parties.

(c)
Not less than seven (7) days prior to the Option Date, any employee working as a locomotive engineer who also has trainman seniority rights may file a request with the designated representative of a carrier requesting a return to train service.

(d)
Subject to subsection (a), each employee holding a regularly assigned position as a locomotive engineer who has a valid request on file pursuant to subsection (c) will be notified on the Option Date, in seniority order (based upon trainman’s seniority date), that his request to return to train service will be granted.

(e)
An employee exercising train service seniority rights under this Article will be limited to:
(1) Bidding on vacant positions,

(2) Claiming open positions, or

(3) Displacing the junior employee on extra list(s)
(f)
The locomotive engineer positions vacated by those employees who return to train service hereunder will be filled by the qualified and available demoted engineers at the location involved, consistent with applicable rules governing the filling of such vacancies.

(g)
An employee returning to train service under this Article will not be permitted to vacate his locomotive engineer’s position until his replacement is available to fill such position.
(h)
An employee returning to train service under this Article will be treated, during all time in train service resulting from the exercise of rights granted hereunder, as “non-protected” trainmen ineligible for any form of payment (including guarantees, productivity fund buyouts, allowances and arbitraries) or benefit available to “protected” trainmen under any applicable existing or future crew consist agreements.

(i)
An employee returning to train service under this Article will not be permitted to voluntarily return to service as a locomotive engineer until after the next Option Date unless there is no train service position available to the employee at the location involved.

(j)
An employee returning to train service under this Article continues to be subject to force assignment back into locomotive engineer service in accordance with applicable agreements.

Section 3
(a) 
If the parties are unable to agree upon the procedures to implement this Article within ninety (90) days after the date a request is made under Section 1, at any time thereafter during the term of this Agreement either party may submit the matter to final and binding arbitration by serving written notice on the appropriate representative of the other party.

(b) 
The arbitrator shall be selected by the parties. If they fail to agree within five days from the date notice of the submission to arbitration is received from the moving party, either party may request a list of five potential arbitrators from the National Mediation Board, from which the parties shall choose the arbitrator through alternate striking. The order of such striking shall be determined by coin flip unless otherwise agreed by the parties. The fees and expenses of the arbitrator shall be borne equally by the parties.

(c) 
The arbitrator shall render a decision specifying the procedure for implementation of Section 1 within thirty (30) calendar days from the date the appointment is accepted, provided, however, that the arbitrator shall have no jurisdiction to alter or deviate from the provisions of Section 2. The arbitrator’s decision shall be final and binding and shall be guided by the need to minimize disruptions to the work force that adversely affect the needs of the service and avoid additional costs to the carrier.

Section 4

This Article shall become effective June 1, 1996 and is not intended to restrict any of the existing rights of a carrier except as specifically provided herein.


ARTICLE 32

Enhanced Employment Opportunities
(National 1996 – Award 559)
Section 1

In the event that a carrier sells or leases its interest in one or more rail lines to a non-carrier pursuant to a transaction authorized under 49 U.S.C. §10901 (or any successor provision) as to which labor protective conditions have not been imposed by any governmental authority, any employee represented by the organization signatory hereto who (i) as a result of that transaction is deprived of employment with the carrier because of the abolition of his position, and (ii) does not accept employment with the purchaser shall be entitled to the benefits set forth in Section 2. xe "Enhanced employment rule"
Section 2

(a)
An employee covered by Section 1 shall have the right, in seniority order, to bid on vacant, must fill positions or claim open, must fill positions in train service at any location on the carrier at any time within ninety (90) days after being deprived of employment. Seniority issues associated with the exercise of that right shall be resolved by the carrier and the organization representative or, absent agreement and at the request of either party by written notice served on the appropriate representative of the other party, by final and binding arbitration as provided in subsection (b). Solely for the purpose of this Section, a single train service seniority roster for the carrier shall be developed, in accordance with applicable rules and procedures, no later than September 30, 1996.

(b)
The arbitrator shall be selected by the parties. If they fail to agree within five days from the date notice of the submission to arbitration is received from the moving party, either party may request a list of five potential arbitrators from the National Mediation Board, from which the parties shall choose the arbitrator through alternate striking. The order of such striking shall be determined by coin flip unless otherwise agreed by the parties. The fees and expenses of the arbitrator shall be paid under Section 153 of the Railway Labor Act.

(c) 
An employee exercising rights under this Section who relocates his residence shall receive a relocation allowance of $5,000, provided, however, that an employee shall be required to elect between such allowance and any carrier relocation benefits that may be provided to such employee under other existing agreements or arrangements. Such allowance shall be paid in two equal installments: the first payable on the relocation date, and the second ninety (90) days thereafter. Such allowance (or any portion thereof) shall be payable as provided as long as the individual has an employment relationship with the carrier and is still at the new location at the time the payment is due.

NOTE: Employees who presently have extended seniority and who are deprived of employment on their prior right territory(s) as a result of a transaction covered in Section 1, will be covered by the conditions of Section 2 (c), provided that any exercise of seniority must be beyond their prior right territory(s), with a minimum of fifty (50) miles distance.
Section 3

In the case of any transaction authorized under 49 U.S.C. §10901 (or any successor provision), the arrangements provided for under this Article shall be deemed to fulfill all of the parties’ bargaining obligations that may exist under any applicable statute, agreement or other authority with respect to such transaction, and shall also be deemed to satisfy the standards for the protection of the interests of employees who may be affected by such transaction described in 49 U.S.C. §10901(e).
Section 4

This Article shall become effective June 1, 1996 and is not intended to restrict any of the existing rights of a carrier except as specifically provided herein.

ARTICLE 33

Seniority Accumulation
(National 1996 – Award 559)
Section 1

(a)
This Section shall apply only to those carriers on which an organization other than the United Transportation Union (UTU) is exercising the exclusive right to represent all locomotive engineers in company-level grievance, claim and disciplinary proceedings. xe "Article ten seniority accumulation"
(b)
Sixty (60) days after service of written request on the carrier by the organization’s authorized representative(s), any employee with train service or hostler or hostler helper seniority working as a locomotive engineer will be required, during the period of time he is working as a locomotive engineer, to pay monthly dues to the UTU in order to accumulate any additional seniority as conductor, trainman, hostler or hostler helper. The organization shall be responsible for administration of such arrangements.

Section 2

On any carrier on which there are arrangements between the carrier and the UTU on the date of this Agreement that require train service employees to pay full monthly dues to the UTU to accumulate additional seniority as conductor, trainman, hostler or hostler helper while working as a locomotive engineer, such arrangements shall be terminated as follows:

(i)
if an organization other than the UTU is exercising the exclusive right to represent all locomotive engineers in company-level grievance, claim and disciplinary proceedings on such carrier, on the date such other organization terminates its exclusive representation rights; and

(ii) 
if no organization is exercising the exclusive right to represent all locomotive engineers in company-level grievance, claim and disciplinary proceedings on such carrier, on the effective date of this Article.

Section 3

This Article shall become effective June 1, 1996 and is not intended to restrict any of the existing rights of a carrier except as specifically provided herein.
ARTICLE 34
Terminal Companies
(ARTICLE X - TERMINAL COMPANIES- NATIONAL 1996- AWARD 559)
Section 1

(a) 
The authorized representative of the organization may make a written request to any terminal company party to this Agreement that the seniority roster on such company be placed on the bottom of a contiguous seniority roster of a designated owning line party to this Agreement, with all prior rights and responsibilities maintained. Representatives of the organization, the terminal company, and its designated owning line shall meet within thirty (30) days thereafter to discuss implementation of such request. xe "Article X terminal companies"
(b)
If a terminal company has more than one owning line covered by this Article, the terminal company employees (as a group) shall designate the owning line on whose roster all such employees will be placed.

(c) 
An employee covered by this Article who exercises seniority on the designated owning line shall be treated as a new employee, provided, however, that such employee shall be credited for all of his train and engine service with the terminal company involved for purposes of rules pertaining to vacation qualification and rate progression.

(d)
An employee covered by this Article who exercises seniority on the designated owning line shall be governed by the collective bargaining agreement of such owning line.

Section 2

(a)
If the parties have not reached agreement within ninety (90) days after receipt of the organization’s proposal, either party may refer the matter to final and binding arbitration as set forth in this Section.

(b)
The arbitrator shall be selected by the parties. If they fail to agree within five days from the date notice of the submission to arbitration is received from the moving party, either party may request a list of five potential arbitrators from the National Mediation Board, from which the parties shall choose the arbitrator through alternate striking. The order of such striking shall be determined by coin flip unless otherwise agreed by the parties. The fees and expenses of the arbitrator shall be borne equally by the parties.

(c) 
The arbitrator’s jurisdiction shall be limited to unresolved issues concerning how the seniority rights of employees covered by this Article will be established on the designated owning line’s seniority roster. The arbitrator’s decision shall be rendered within thirty (30) calendar days from the date the appointment is accepted.

Section 3

This Article shall become effective June 1, 1996 and is not intended to restrict any of the existing rights of a carrier except as specifically provided herein.

Section 4—(Memorandum of Agreement - 1998)
Pursuant to Article X of Award of Arbitration Board No. 559, the following shall govern the terms and conditions providing for the employees of the Port Terminal Railroad Association to be placed on the United Transportation Unions Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority Roster. xe "Article X UP seniority agreement"
1.
Subject to the exceptions set forth in Section 7 of this Agreement, the United Transportation Union shall furnish the Carrier a listing of individuals, from the Port Terminal Railroad Association properly ranked among themselves, to be placed on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District Roster.

1.1    
These individuals shall be placed on the Roster(s) with a seniority date of October 27, 1997.

1 .2    
Individuals that establish seniority on the Port Terminal Railroad Association after October27, 1997, shall establish an identical seniority date on the former Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub Roster).

Q.1
Will an individual who is hired by the terminal company subsequent to the date of this Agreement; e.g., March 1, 2003, acquire a March 1, 2003 seniority date on both the terminal company and the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District?

A.1
Yes.

2. 
Individuals who are placed on the Seniority Roster under Section 1 shall only be allowed to exercise this newly-acquired seniority in the event that person cannot hold a position (including a position on an extra board) through the normal exercise of seniority on the Port Terminal Railroad Association. Employees in a dismissed status on the Port Terminal Railroad Association may not exercise their newly-acquired seniority to the Union Pacific under this paragraph.

Q. 2
Is an employee allowed to bid to the Union Pacific if suspended, dismissed or decertified by the Port Terminal Railroad Association?

A.1      No.

2.1
Individuals desiring to exercise this newly-acquired seniority shall advise the appropriate Officer of the Union Pacific Railroad Company of this desire within a thirty (30) day period following the date the individual was unable to hold a position through the normal exercise of seniority on the Port Terminal Railroad Association.

2.2 
Individuals exercising this newly-acquired seniority shall be held to the same physical standards as existing Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District employees, and shall not be subjected to a “special” physical examination prior to exercising this newly-acquired seniority.

2.2.1
This Section does not eliminate the Carrier’s right to require an individual to submit to physical examination for cause. The intent of the Section is to prohibit the Carrier from establishing a special physical examination or standard as a blanket policy to be applied only to terminal company employees exercising seniority on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District under the terms of this Agreement.

2.3
For purposes of determining the number of Personal Leave Days that an individual is entitled to under the current Crew Consist Agreement, the earliest continually maintained UTU seniority date that the individual established on the terminal company shall be used. In cases where an individual exercises seniority to the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District, that individuals’ entitlement to Personal Leave Days for the remainder of that year shall be reduced by the number of holidays which have already passed.

2.4
Individuals exercising seniority to the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District under the terms of this Agreement shall not be considered as “new” employees for the purposes of applying the provisions of health and welfare provisions; i.e., these individuals shall not be subject to any waiting period that may be applicable to “new-hires” before coverage becomes effective.

3.
Individuals who are allowed to exercise seniority on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District pursuant to the terms of the Agreement are subject to a 15-days recall to the Port Terminal Railroad Association by certified letter to the last known address provided to the Carrier.

3.1
Individuals who do not respond to recall to the Port Terminal Railroad Association within fifteen (15) days shall forfeit all seniority on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District, as well as all seniority on the Port Terminal Railroad Association.

4.
Subject only to familiarization trips deemed necessary by the designated UTU Representative and the Service Unit Superintendent, individuals exercising seniority pursuant to the terms of this Agreement shall be considered to be qualified yard foreman, yard helpers and brakemen.

4.1 
Subject only to familiarization trips and training deemed necessary by the designated UTU Representative and Service Unit Superintendent, individuals exercising seniority pursuant to the terms of this agreement who are qualified to perform service as a hostler shall be considered to be qualified hostlers.

5.
Individuals exercising seniority under the terms of this Agreement shall not be considered as being qualified as a conductor, nor will they be considered as new hires subject to the terms of the Training Agreement dated February 22, 1996. In order to qualify as a conductor, the individual shall be allowed to attend the classroom portion of the program required under the Training Agreement. Employees who attend such classroom training will be paid for each week of classroom training on the same basis as if they were on vacation and they will also be covered by the Training Agreement provisions relating to travel, meal and lodging expenses. They shall be required to pass the examination(s) normally administered by the Carrier for promotion to conductor.

5.1
The provisions of Article V of the November 1, 1991 UTU National Agreement requiring trainmen to accept promotion to Conductor when offered by the Carrier shall not be applicable to those former Port Terminal Railroad Association employees transferring to UP. This waiver shall only be applicable so long as said former terminal company employees exercise their seniority exclusively to positions in Zone 5 of the IGN Houston Hub Seniority District, including the Zone 5 extra board. This waiver will not be applicable if such employees have exercised their seniority to another position on Zones 1, 2, 3, and 4 of the IGN Houston Hub Seniority District.

NOTE 1: Article V of the 1991 UTU National Agreement also governs the qualification of employees as foremen. It is understood the waiver contained in Section 5.1 above shall not apply to foreman qualification. Accordingly, all trainmen must accept promotion to foreman, including former Port Terminal Railroad Association yardmen transferring to UP, in accordance with applicable rules.

NOTE 2: Article V of the 1991 UTU National Agreement also provides, ‘Once promoted, trainmen, including (hose already promoted, will not be permitted to voluntarily relinquish conductor/foreman rights.” The waiver set forth in Section 5.1 above shall also not apply to the above-cited provisions of Article V. In other words, former Port Terminal Association yardmen transferring to UP who have been, or will be, qualified as foremen or promoted to conductor will not be permitted to voluntarily relinquish their foreman or conductor rights.

5.2  
Nothing herein shall be construed to preclude an employee from voluntarily seeking promotion to conductor on UP road territories protected by the IGN Houston Hub Seniority District.

6.
Individuals establishing seniority on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District pursuant to this Agreement and working as such shall not make application for, nor will they be selected for or forced into, the Carriers Locomotive Engineer Training Program, unless the individual has worked on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District for a continuous period of more than one (1) year.

7.
The following categories of individuals shall not be placed on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District Roster, nor shall any individual meeting any of the following categories be placed on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District Roster upon establishing an employment relationship with the Port Terminal Railroad Association after the effective date of this Agreement.

7.1 
Individuals who had an employment relationship with any owning Carrier or any former railroad component thereof and have been terminated for cause, and not subsequently reinstated with seniority unimpaired.

7.2 
Individuals who had an employment relationship with Union Pacific Railroad Company or any former railroad component thereof, and either (1) separated with the understanding that the railroad had no obligation to consider the individual for future employment or (2) separated with the understanding that the individual would not seek re-employment with the railroad.

7.2.1
 Section 7.2 shall not apply to individuals who have separated pursuant to the terms of a collective bargaining agreement, or under the terms of a voluntary separation agreement that was not associated with the settlement of a specific claim or dispute.

7.3
Individuals who had an employment relationship with any owning Carrier who are otherwise stopped from seeking re-employment with the railroad.

7.4
Employees who have voluntarily separated from Union Pacific Railroad Company in order to secure other employment, or failed to respond to recall and thereby lost seniority by operation of the collective bargaining agreements, shall be placed on the Union Pacific (IGN Houston Hub) Seniority District as provided under Section 1 of this Agreement.

8. 
The effective date of this Agreement is July 1, 1998.

ARTICLE 35

Remote Control Agreement
(National - 2002)
Section 1 - Protection
Protection shall be provided to covered employees in connection with Implementation of this Agreement as provided in Attachment A hereto. xe "Remote control locomotives agreement"
Section 2 – Compensation
Effective January 1, 2002, each employee covered by this Agreement assigned to a Remote Control Operator-qualified (“RCO”) position and operating Remote Control Locomotive (“RCL”) equipment will be paid a special allowance per tour of duty in the amount equal to forty-six minutes at the straight time hourly rate of the applicable position in addition to all other earnings. In no event will there be more than one such payment to an employee per tour of duty.
Section 3 - Training/Certification
A.
For each location where remote control equipment is implemented, the Carrier will provide training so that all ground service employees will be qualified to use remote control equipment. Carrier training programs shall be conducted frequently enough to ensure that employees will be able, without unreasonable delay, to freely exercise seniority to and from RCO assignments. Yardmasters supervising remote control operations will be trained to become familiar with procedures governing remote control operations.

B.
As a sufficient number of RCO-qualified UTU-represented employees are trained, they may be used to train ground service employees during the on-the-job portion of the training, with the selection of UTU-represented RCO trainers to be a joint effort between UTU and Carrier. Certification remains a responsibility of management.

Section 4 - Bidding/Protection of Positions
A.        RCL assignments shall be advertised in the usual manner at the implementing location.

B. 
If insufficient bids are received for the RCO positions involved (including relief), employees shall be force assigned in the usual manner at the implementing location.

C. 
Each employee bidding or assigned to an RCO position shall complete the Carrier’s RCO training program and shall be held on such position until such time as sufficient qualified employees are available at the location to protect such position.
Section 5 -Overview Committee
A.
A local overview committee consisting of two (2) UTU and various Carrier representatives will meet at mutually agreeable times and locations to discuss and resolve issues and problems associated with the implementation of remote control technology. The UTU representatives shall be selected by the organization.

B. 
Regular meetings will occur during the first one-hundred twenty (120) days of operation and on an “as needed” basis thereafter. During such 120-dayperiod, the UTU representatives shall be made whole for lost time, if any, due to attending committee meetings.

C.
The UTU Local Chairmen may participate in the training program as observers for purposes of becoming familiar with and explaining the use of remote control technology to prospective trainees and interested employees.

ATTACHMENT A

Labor Protection
1.
A protected class of employees shall be established to include those employees in train service (and engine service where UTU holds the contract) as of the effective date of this Agreement. Employees on the effective date of this Agreement who are (i) furloughed and subsequently recalled, (ii) out of service due to carrier disciplinary action and subsequently reinstated to service with seniority unimpaired, or (iii) in yardmaster or engine service (where UTU does not hold the contract), and hold train service seniority, and subsequently exercise such seniority, will be included in the protected class. xe "Remote control locomotives labor protection"
2.
The period that any member of the protected class may be eligible for protection as provided herein shall be six (6) years from the first date on which an RCL assignment is established in his location.

3.
At any location where an RCL assignment is established, the senior protected employee who cannot hold a position through the normal exercise of seniority will qualify to hold a remote control protection (“RCP”) slot as provided for below. The normal exercise of seniority to another location shall not reduce the number of RCP slots. If a question develops as to which employee is the appropriate occupant of the RCP slot, the General Chairman and designated carrier representative will determine which employee will occupy such slot.

4.
Upon establishment of an RCL assignment, a RCP slot shall be created at that location on a one-for-one basis,  one slot for each such assignment.

5.
Any RCP slots shall be reduced on a one-for-one basis by any of the following:

A. 
A buy-out accepted by a train or engine service employee (in service on the effective date of this Agreement) on that seniority district after the effective date of this Agreement;

B. 
The abolishment of an RCL assignment at that location; or

C. 
The establishment of any RCL reserve board position, etc. for train or engine service employees at that location.

Note: See attached Side Letter (National 2002)
6.
An employee holding a protected slot shall be paid at the yard helper rate based on 5 days per week provided however, that when his last regular assignment was as a yard foreman, the yard foreman rate shall apply.

7.
There shall be no pyramiding of any protective benefits, but the employee shall be paid the higher level of protection.

8. 
This Agreement does not change any existing rights or obligations employees have under existing protective arrangements.

ARTICLE 36

Dues Deduction
(a)
Deductions will be limited to periodic union dues, insurance premiums, initiation fees, and assessments (not including fines and penalties) which are uniformly required as a condition of acquiring or retaining membership. xe "Dues deductions"
(b)
No costs will be charged against the organization or the affected employees in connection with the dues deduction agreement.

(c)
Appropriate written assignment form executed by the individual involved must be in the hands of the designated railroad officer at least 30 days in advance of the first payroll deduction scheduled for that individual; provided, however, that dues deduction assignments currently in effect need not be re-executed and may be continued in effect subject to their terms and conditions.

(d)
The dues deduction amounts may not be changed more often than once every three (3) months.

(e)
The parties to the dues deduction agreement will mutually agree on the payroll period on which the deductions uniformly will be made
(f)
The dues deduction agreement will include appropriate priorities of deductions in cases where the individual's paycheck is insufficient to permit deduction of the full amounts specified on the deduction lists. The following payroll deductions, as a minimum, will have priority over the deductions called for by the dues deduction agreement: 


Federal, State, and Municipal taxes; premiums on any life insurance, hospital-surgical insurance, group accident or health insurance, or group annuities; other deductions required by law, such as garnishments and attachments; and amounts due the Carrier by the individual.
(g)
In the event there are insufficient earnings to permit the full amount of the union dues deduction, no deduction will be made.
(h)
The Carrier will furnish uniform alphabetical deduction lists (in triplicate) for each local unit each month. Such lists will include the employee's name, social security number or payroll identification number, and the amount of union dues deducted from the pay of each employee.

ARTICLE 37
Effect Agreement
IT IS AGREED:

Under this revised Agreement, dated________________, that the inclusion of excerpts from various agreements reproduced herein is not to be construed as excluding, canceling or superseding other written agreements or settlements not in conflict with schedule rules and/or excerpts of agreements contained herein; such other written local and national agreements or settlements, though not included herein, are continued in full force and effect until changed under the provisions of the Railway Labor Act, as amended.

If any error due to misprinting of any of the rewritten agreements contained herein is discovered, then the original agreement applied. Where any original agreement has been reduced herein for sake of brevity, it is understood the original signed agreement in effect supersedes, if a dispute should arise between the parties.
